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Abstract: 

Anglo-Indians are the only minority of European parentage to live to tell the 
tale in India and elsewhere in Asia. The transition period between colonial to the 
independent state was painful and stressful for the Community when trapped between 
two domains; hence politically, socially, and economically the group found itself in a 
no-escape scenario. During the colonial period of India, some exclusively Anglo-
Indian settlements came up in cities like Kolkata, Chennai, Bangalore, Mumbai, Delhi, 
Hyderabad, and so on. But the perception of isolation has persisted throughout the 
historical journey before and after the independence period of India. Ignored at 
various levels of Government, these small clusters of the Anglo-Indian population have 
succumbed to deterioration, and ‘lessened to the ghost of a dream they once had.’ This 
article is an attempt to portray the journey of the Anglo-Indian Community from its 
inception to the recent Twenty-Sixth Constitutional Amendment Bill, related to Anglo-
Indian reservation, passed by the Parliament on December 10, 2019.

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Introduction 
In India, the Anglo-Indian population, demographically small in numbers and 

financially not well off, portrays a series of very distinct socio-political spatial 
difficulties. Placing themselves between India and West, the two cultural ends shows 
a unique circumstance of their beginnings and socio-cultural growth. Anglo-Indians 
could never get to understand precisely the West to which they longed to conform, nor 
did they have deep socio-political links to India, where they already resided. The 
incredibly sudden and abrupt withdrawal of the British from India has raised a series 
of complicated issues concerning crucial choices for the group. It was apparent that the 
Anglo-Indians had to depend mostly on the colonial administration, and in a dire hope 
to get identified more with western counterparts, they strained to replicate their 
practices, behaviours, and living habits which further departed them away from 
‘natives.’ This socio-cultural and political affiliation with the White ruling class, which 
of course never regarded them as equals, has given rise to psychology characterized as 
“the typical mentality of a hybrid population.”1 The Anglo-Indian Community’s 
journey between the periods from its inception to getting legal status in free India has 
truly been remarkable but ended in much less than what the group had expected. 
Anglo-Indian: What’s in a name? 

Before the year 2020, Anglo-Indians were identified as one of the many 
minority groups comprising the Indian subcontinent. Most ethnic groups trace their 
descent from ancient lineages before the arrival of Europeans in India when Indian 
Hindus, Armenians and Muslim merchants traded with Egypt, Arabia, Persia, and 
Tibet. But the history of Anglo-Indian Community started only at the end of the 
fifteenth century with settlement of the Portuguese on the Indian subcontinent.2 

Surges of European engagement with India characterized the advent of the 
Anglo-Indian group after Portuguese in the fifteenth-century, Dutch in the mid-
sixteenth century, and French in early seventeenth-century merchants began trading 
with India, primarily to gain a slice of the established market in the Bengal region.3 
The British traders also came to India in the early seventeenth century, along with the

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French. Early European travellers report that the Eurasian groups lived in India as early 
as 1546, long before the British arrived in India. The presence of the Eurasian 
Community is indicated, labelled as “mestizo,” and later “mustees,” among the early 
entrants of Portuguese in India, about a person born in India of mixed descent. The 
expression “mestizo,” was also in use in India in 1588 to describe a person who was 
“half an Indian, and half a Portuguese.” This description underlines the awareness of 
hybridity and the need to explain its presence.1  

Before the word Anglo-Indian was defined, different terms were in use in 
different times of history. Initially, the terms were not specific names for the 
Community. It was more than just common meanings. Generally, ‘Country-born’ was 
used to identify the group. There was no negativity, no disrespectful sense attached 
to the term. In the early days, members of the Community referred to in degrading 
terms such as “half-caste,” “half-breed,” or mixed blood, “Country-born,” “pure 
Asians,” “masqueraders” etc. The mixed descendants were called “Wallendaz” or 
“Oollandry” during the Dutch regime. They were labelled “mestizo” in Goa. In Kerala, 
they were dubbed as “caliker,” “chi-chi,” and “chattekar.” This group was also referred 
to as ‘quasi-Europeans.’2 

“Indo-Briton” may have been the first Group classification to be used. Before 
that, the group was commonly referred to as “Eurasian.” A petition was sent by John 
Ricketts to the British Parliament in 1830 called for the approval of the word “East 
Indian.” Throughout the post-Mutiny period (after 1857), Anglo-Indians were a 
cohesive political group. They were granted concessions by the British, and they 
decided to remove the slander attached to the mixed parentage. They wanted to 
reinforce relations with the dominant cultural Community. They identified themselves 
as “East Asian,” “Indo-European,” “Indo-Briton,” and “Eurasian.” The Community 
accepted the Eurasian notion, but it was dismissed as it acquired a puerile meaning. 
The term was used roughly between 1823 and 1910. E.W. Chambers established an 
association in 1876 and adopted the term Anglo-Indian to classify the Community.

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The Anglo-Indian group thus formed as a result of European colonialism and 
explicitly “colonial desire” and subsequent “hybridity”1 involving both formal and 
informal relations between European colonial males and Indian native females. Such 
unions were facilitated, in particular by the official ban on European women to 
travel/migrate to the British Colonies.2 For the Anglo-Indians, this became the legacy 
of European business and political activity in India, culminating in an unavoidable, 
sometimes unconstitutional, grouping of European (white) men and Indian women.3 
Over time, given their diverse origins, they came to be accepted (although not always 
or universally accepted) as an Anglo-Indian group.4 Thus, the Anglo-Indians came into 
existence due to the policies of the immediate imperial expansion of the Portuguese, 
Dutch, French and British merchants and colonizers.5 
1600-1785: Optimistic Outset and Socio-political spatial expansion of the Anglo-
Indian Community 

The Anglo-Indians population increased, and they seemed to had a very bright 
future. The days of prosperity for the Anglo-Indians roughly extended from 1600 to 
1785. When the British wanted that their children should have better prospects and 
found that Anglo-Indians were increasing in number. In 1687, the birth of a child in 
marriage between a native female and a British soldier of Fort St. George (first English 
fortress in India, established in 1644) in Madras was paid a family allowance for a 
“pagola” or gold mohur (guinea coin).6 This allowance was a token of a small financial 
help for the Britishers who married native women, as the East India Company 
(Company onwards) needed to accelerate the development of an Anglo-Indian

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community1 for smooth administration purposes. Such children’s existence led to 
another social issue of the social division between the Indian Community and Anglo-
Indian groups.2 

But sociability was not an underlying problem between the British and their 
subjects in India in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. The Company supported 
Anglo-Indians and appointed them at the available positions. They were regarded and 
treated like the British, thus ensuring the development of a mixed culture. Furthermore, 
Anglo-Indian kids often were sent to England for further education until the middle of 
the eighteenth century.3 They did so without stigmatizing their roots in marital or non-
marital relationships with Indian women. Schools were also founded in Calcutta, 
Madras, Bangalore, Lucknow, and other British outposts to facilitate English-speaking 
education for the public service departments. It made them feel like Europeans, both 
in culture and taste.4 

Development of the Anglo-Indian group made possible when in 1661, the 
British Parliament gave authority to the Company to judge all persons living under 
their tutelage in their settlements according to the laws of England. The later Charters 
passed in 1683 and 1686 extended the authority to erect courts of justice for the trial 
of offenses committed by both land and sea. The rapid rise in the legal rights could see 
the success of the East India Company’s ventures of factories within the first one 
hundred years of its operations in India. By 1612 a factory was established at Surat, 
and in 1639 another was built at Madras. Bombay became a trading Centre in 1688, 
and in 1698 the Company extended its base in Bengal. Soon, Calcutta grew to be one 
of the most profitable trading centres. The British soon acquired certain territorial 
privileges and permission from the native rulers to erect fortifications for their 
protection. As the factories grew, so did the Anglo-Indian population.

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By about 1750, the number of Anglo-Indians surpassed the number of British 
in India. The Company welcomed this increase as it gave them the necessary, 
dependable workforce. The Anglo-Indians constituted a crucial power base of the 
Company as they were closely connected to the British by ties of blood, language, 
dress, and habits. The Anglo-Indians had now forged for themselves a position of 
respect in the administration. Many of them had fought their way by capacity, work, 
and character to the highest civil and military positions in the Country. The Indian 
population treated them not only with respect but even with deference. By this time, 
they had become perhaps the most wealthy and influential Community and occupied 
the highest positions in the civil and military offices.  

The first-ever school was set up in 1673 for children of British or Portuguese 
descent in Madras to learn English history and customs.1 It was in 1713 that the 
Company assumed responsibility for the cause of education in a Charter that stated that 
the Company would provide schoolmaster in all garrisons, factories, and wherever 
found necessary.2 As a result, three types of schools were started for Eurasian children 
–charity, military, and private schools.3 A charity school was opened in 1731 in 
Cossipore. The Kiernander’s Mission school was established in the late eighteenth 
century, for the poor Eurasian children.4 The military school that came up after the 
Charter was Lower Boy’s and Girl’s Orphanage after 1783. Generally, the orphans of 
the Upper Military Orphanage were sent to England to complete their education, after 
which they returned to good positions in the service of the Company. Orphans from 
the Lower House were given a practical elementary education and later employed in 
subordinate positions in the Company’s service.5 The third type of school was private 
educational institutions started by missionary and benevolent initiatives. Numerous 
such schools that were established were at Dharmatollah, Cossipore, Park Street, and 
Howrah. 

Until the early 1780s, members of the Anglo-Indian Community had been 
identified with the English and had suffered no social or political discriminations. If 
their British fathers could afford it, they sent their children to England for their further

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education and had mostly come back to India to work for the Company. Those who 
could not go to England had been educated locally and employed in the majority of the 
positions in uncovenanted civil service. In times of emergency, they were called up or 
volunteered for active service. They gallantly fought in different wars like the battle of 
Plassey (1757), the battle of Buxar (1764), the Rohilla War (1772), First Maratha War 
(1775) and others for the Company in India. When Lord Robert Clive set up the Dual 
System of the Government,1 they filled posts of respectability and responsibility on the 
Diwani side.2   
1786-1797: Ultimate Betrayal and Exclusion from British Society and Industry 

The hardening of British attitudes towards the Anglo-Indians began when the 
size of the mixed-race populace started to overtake the British population and had 
become an indispensable part of the Company’s services. They had gathered around 
the merchant, the indigo planter, and the military or civil officer. They had reached 
many of the higher military and civil positions and had been fully trusted for their 
loyalty. But the respect and deference with which the Indian population bestowed 
them, and their unquestionable influence with them, they began to be looked upon as 
an element of potential danger. There was no knowledge or understanding what the 
Anglo-Indians might sooner or later do when as soon as they realized their strength 
and importance, and made demands for a greater share in the operations of the 
Company.  

A panic began by enlarging upon the danger-fraught probabilities of a crisis, 
when Indian soldiers, supported by using Anglo-Indians rank and file and led through 
Anglo-Indian officers, would be pushing the British out of India. The British issued 
three repressive orders against the Community. The first one was given in 1766 in 
which the upper orphanage school children at Calcutta were prohibited from going to

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England to complete their education for the covenanted services. On March 14, 1786, 
an order was issued, disallowing them to move to England to finish their education and 
thereby meet the requirements for the covenanted services.1 A second-order was passed 
in 1791 stating that no person the court in the Civil and Military forces of the Company 
hereafter appoint the son of a native India. From 1791 the Anglo-Indians were debarred 
from the East India Company’s armies, and many trained the troops of the Indian 
princes. The Third order passed in 1795 stated that all persons not descended from 
European mother and father were ineligible for services in the army except as fifers, 
drummers, bandsmen, and farriers. 

The British feared an uprising such as the mestizo (mixed European and 
Native) led rebellion in Haiti against the French in 1791. Its impact could be seen in 
India, Anglo-Indians debarred from working in the Company’s armies,2 and most of 
them were relieved of duty from all ranks of the military since 1791. They were also 
barred from the Company’s civil, military, or marine services, appointments. They 
were thus no longer affiliated with the ruling colonial elites. The consequent imposition 
of restrictions closed a large area of employment for Anglo-Indians. Accounts of the 
situation at the time suggest that these measures reduced the Anglo-Indians to political 
impotence and social degradation.3 British colonial policies, in the late eighteenth and 
early nineteenth centuries, not only deliberately restricted and subdued Anglo-Indian 
ambitions, education, and job prospects but deprived of every honourable career. It led 
to the comprehensive limitation of social and political comfortable spaces enjoyed by 
the Community. 

Between 1786 and 1795, the Anglo-Indians were reduced to a discouraged and 
disheartened community through various directives of the Company.4 The 
discriminatory regulations by the British harmed the Anglo-Indians psychologically 
since they had always identified themselves with the British throughout their history. 
As noted earlier, in the years of British colonial expansion, intermarriage between

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British men and native women was encouraged. However, soon after the assumption 
of rule by the British Crown was established in India, this trend was reversed. Around 
the start of the nineteenth century, it was taboo for all but British men of low status to 
associate with Anglo-Indians or Indians.1 The unanticipated restriction on the people 
with the same culture and inclinations reduced them to economic powerlessness and 
socially degraded.2  
1798- 1942: Period of Ups and Downs and Loss of Hope 

In a bid to expand the power, the Company entered into war with the Marathas. 
The Company fought three battles with Marathas, in the first war, which started in 
1775 continued until the signing of the Treaty of Salbai in 1782. But before the 
conclusion of the treaty, the British were defeated at Wadgaon in January 1779. The 
crisis necessitated the Company to reverse its policy of antipathy towards the Anglo-
Indians. By 1798 Proclamation Eurasians were asked to re-join the Company’s armies. 
Already discharged from the British regiment, most of the Anglo-Indians were placed 
in the service of local kings and chieftains. Ignoring their early experience of 
oppressive attitudes and injustices shown to them, the Anglo Indians readily responded 
to the British appeal for assistance.3 

Immediately after the Second Maratha war (1803-05), the British 
unscrupulously changed their mind. Disregarding the Anglo-Indians ferocious 
participation in the wars, their loss of life, hardships, and sufferings, the British 
discharged all of them from the British regiment in India.4 Unexpected eviction from 
services and consequent miseries made a change in the life and attitude of the Anglo-
Indians. In desperation, many offered their services to the Indian royalties.  

After 1820 the British overturned their approach towards the Anglo Indians. 
They were offered low-level positions in Government and Company, which led to the 
improvement of the condition of the Anglo-Indians to a certain extent. The career 
prospects of the Anglo-Indians got better when English replaced Persian as the official 
language of the Government. The Anglo-French (1778-1783) war restricted the 
availability of British men in India, which in turn further enhanced the job

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opportunities of the Anglo-Indians. Their dependence on government employment 
continued until the twentieth century.1 Years of political and economic depression and 
social suppression made it imperative for the Anglo-Indians to consider other avenues 
of life. Despite improved educational facilities and standards, the prospects of the 
Community during the first half of the nineteenth century were not too promising.  
The 1820s saw the rise of political activity under John Ricketts, Louis Derozio, and 
Captain John Doveton. Schools and colleges, training ships, and agricultural schemes 
were set up. A Charter was passed in 1833 (section 87) by the Company, opening all 
the ports to Indians and Anglo-Indians in India. Still, subordinate posts were given to 
Indians, but comparatively few Indians were well acquainted with English at that time, 
and so most of the vacancies for better posts. The Indians rapidly picked up and 
mastered the English language, and so competition for jobs started between Indian and 
Anglo-Indians. Fortunately, for Anglo-Indians, the British introduced modem means 
of communication. The Telegraphs, the Railways were introduced. Therefore, the 
Anglo Indians found sufficient employment in Railways and Telegraphs and Customs 
services. Their absolute loyalty to England was undisputed in 1857, during the First 
War of Independence in India, and again they got in the good books of the British. It 
can be said that the latter part of the nineteenth century and the last decade of the 
twentieth century constituted once again a period of comparative prosperity and 
contentment for Anglo-Indians. 
1947-2019: Independence of India-from Legal Protection to No Protection 

Since 1942 it was clear that the British have to quit. By 1947 when the British were 
making preparations to pack from India, it was difficult for the Anglo-Indians to accept 
the hard reality of an India without British hegemony. A feeling of insecurity was 
widespread among the Anglo Indians at all levels, for they feel unprotected in the 
absence of their English masters. The imaginary fear spread across the Community 
lead to a conclusion of large-scale migration to England, Australia, and Canada.  

a) Constitutional Status and Representation of the Anglo-Indian 
Community in the Parliament and Legislative Assemblies

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After Independence, the constitution-makers of India provided much more protection 
and care than the Anglo-Indian expectations with constitutional safeguards.1They were 
given exceptional recognition and elevated status by incorporating them in the 
Constitution of India. Article 366(2) of the Indian Constitution provided legal status to 
the Anglo-Indian Community for the protection of their interests. The constitution-
makers made a careful attempt by giving constitutional safeguards under Articles 331 
and 333, which provides that the President or Governor of a State can nominate 
members of the Anglo-Indian Community to the Parliament and Legislative Assembly 
if they feel the Community is not adequately represented.  

The provision in the Constitution for ensuring adequate representation in the 
legislative assemblies marks an achievement for the Anglo Indians. It enabled them to 
have a say in the legislative bodies and keep their live presence in the mainstream of 
Indian politics. The representation specified to the Anglo Indians was initially for ten 
years. By Eighth Amendment (1959) of the Constitution, the period was extended for 
twenty years. It was again extended for ten years each by the twenty-third, forty fifth, 
sixty-second, seventy-ninth, and ninety-fifth constitution amendments. 

The constitutional makers foresee time-bound endeavour on the part of the 
Government mechanism and the general public for the improvement of the special 
category communities like Scheduled castes, scheduled tribes, and Anglo Indians.2 But 
the most depressing fact is that the overall status, socio-economic condition, and 
political influence of the Community remained unchanged or even worsened than that 
of the pre-independent period.3 

b) Constitutional Amendment Bill, 2019 and its Repercussions on Anglo-
Indian Community 

Recently, One Hundred and Twenty-Sixth Constitutional Amendment Bill was 
passed by the Parliament on December 10, 2019. It extended the reservation for another 
ten years for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes communities but did not provide 
for the nomination of Anglo-Indians in legislatures. The legislation was ratified by the

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legislatures of more than half of the states. The Act came into function on January 25, 
2020, after having received the President’s assent on January 21.1  

The decision not to recommence the nomination was based on the view that the 
Community is doing well and does not need political reservations. Due to the small 
populace of the Community, it did not need a representation of two people in 
Parliament. As per the 2011 Census, the number of people who identified themselves 
as Anglo-Indian was 296. The All India Anglo-Indian Association rejected this finding 
and objected to Law Minister’s claim2 that the Community has just 296 members.  
On the situation of Anglo-Indians Ministry of Minority Affairs report (2013) has 
disclosed that Anglo-Indians are no longer recognized as a separate category in the 
Census survey. In several cities, the report documented poor economic and social 
conditions for too many. The main challenges faced by the people of the Community 
were lack of employment, educational backwardness, and lack of proper housing 
facilities. The document also unequivocally acclaimed the assistance Anglo-Indians 
received from their nominated members. But now the Community is divested of that 
nominal assistance. 
Conclusion 

Until December 2019, the Indian Constitution recognized Anglo-Indians as a 
citizen of mixed Indian and European parentage (paternal side). Between the 
eighteenth and twentieth centuries, the term described Britons in India. But the term 
was validated in the Census of 1911. Before Independence, both Indians and the British 
kept Anglo-Indians at arm’s length. The British treated them sometimes as natives and 
sometimes as British. Frank Anthony describes this behaviour as a case of ‘Britain’s 
betrayal in India. The Government of India Act, 1935, legally identified Anglo-Indians. 
After Independence, Article 366(2) of the Indian Constitution provided legal status to 
the Anglo-Indian Community for the protection of their interests. The Constitutional 
Assembly kept the operating part, and the Community was listed as a minority in the 
Indian Constitution until 2019.

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In post-independence India, a generation of Anglo-Indians left India mainly to 
English speaking and white populated countries like Canada, Australia, England, and 
New Zealand. Independent India was as new to Anglo-Indians as was to other citizens, 
but brought with it a difficult situation for the Community. Survival was the central 
task and response for the Anglo-Indians. The challenges started from the very inception 
by the mainstream of the European Community and later internally from the Indian 
counterparts. All India Anglo-Indian Association has sixty-two branches across twenty 
states and union territories. So cancelling reservations based on the reason for the small 
population is not correct. The All-India Anglo-Indian Association claims that there are 
still almost over one hundred thousand of Anglo-Indians in the Country who were not 
correctly recognized by the 2011 Census. It is a great loss to the nation by 
marginalizing this Community by hasty decisions premised on short-term political 
considerations.

When 
state violate the individual rights of a citizen there is no any law in India. 
However, in recent time supreme court awarded compensation to the victim 
whose rights has been  violated by state .But there is need for a settled law in 
this regards.

The nature of torts is Civil. In this branch of law, the law imposes a duty 

to respect the legal rights vested in the members of the society and the person 
making a breach of that duty is said to have done wrongful act.1i.e. in law of 
torts there is a breach of duty according to winified “tortious liability arises 
from the breach of duty primarily fixed by the law this duty towards person 
generally and its breach is redressable by an action for unliquidated damages.” 
If we examine this definition, we can find that law of tort is a law of obligation 
i.e. refrain from harm to another and if you harm anyone then give him damages 
in form of compensation. 

It is an ever-growing breach of law. The law of tort constantly developed 
and its area is continuously increasing. One of the area in which this research 
paper focused is Constitutional tort. The development of this tort began in early 
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eighties is now established. Constitutional tort is generally a concept of various 
liabilities of the State. Hear the question is“whether the State liable for the 
wrongful act of its servant during the course of employment”. Tortious liability 
of the State for the wrongful act done by its servant is known as tortious liability 
of State. This branch of law has travelled in this country through the British 
India and now stands and Constitutional provision and certain local laws. 
Position in England 

The English maxim “King can do no wrong” was earlier prevailed in 
the common law by which the crown enjoys absolute immunity. But, after 
sometime this absolute immunity doctrine became highly incompatible with the 
demand of justice. 
          The position has been totally changed after the passing of Crown 
Proceedings act 1947. Section 2(1) of this act made Crown liable for a tort 
committed by its servant just like a private individual. 
Position in India 

Crown’s absolute immunity was not accepted in India even during the 
East India company rule the reason behind this company initially came to India 
to perform trade but gradually became the ruler of the great part of country. It 
was not a sovereign body but it was delegates of the crown. The British crown 
in 1858 led the direct control of Indian subcontinent in form of the new British 
raj, after the rebellion of 1857. In pre- independence period, the extent of 
tortious liability of the State and its immunity was a subject matter of dispute 
before existing courts. In case of Moodlay Vs The East-India company5, (this 
case was the first case of State liability during the East India company period) 
the Privy council head that doctrine of sovereign immunity was not applicable 
to India and governor general in council had no immunity from court’s 
jurisdiction in cases involving dismissal of government servant. 

To know the present position as regards the State liability, we have to 
go back to the pre Constitution days. The firstenactment regarding the 
administration of country was known as Government of India act 1858 the 
Article 65 of this act provides as under- 
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“The secretary of State in council shall and may sue and be sued as well 
as India as in England by the name of the secretary of State in council as a body 
corporate and all persons and bodies politic shall, and may have and take the 
same suits, remedies and proceedings, legal and equitable against the secretary 
of State in council of India as they could have done against the East India 
company” 6. After later enactment we find a similar position only section is 
changed.7 

As there is no specific legislation, which specifies the vicarious liability 
of the State for torts committed by its servant, it is under Article 294(b) and 
Article 300 of the Constitution of India 1950 by which enumeration of the right 
to file a suit comes from. According to Article 294(b) “All rights, liabilities and 
obligation of the Government of the dominion of India and the Government of 
each governor’s province whether arising out of any contract or otherwise 8, 
shall be the right liabilities and obligations respectively of the Government of 
India and the Government of each corresponding States. 

Subject to any adjustment made or to be made byreason of the creation 
before the commencement of this Constitution of the dominion of Pakistan or 
of the province of West Bengal, East Bengal, West Punjab and East Punjab. 

Article 300, thus provides that the Union of India and the State are 
juristic person for the purpose of suit or proceedings. Although the Union of 
India and State government can sue and be sued but the circumstances under 
which that can be done have not been mentioned. According to Article 300, the 
Union of India and the State government can sue or be sued in the like cases as 
the dominion of India and the corresponding Indian State might have sue or 
been sued if the Constitution had not been enacted 9. 

Therefore, to know whether the State is liable for particular act or not 
we have to find the position at the East India Company prior to 1858. In this 
connection, P&O steam Navigation Company vs. Secretary of State of India is 
the leading case. This was the first case in which the sovereign immunity of the 
State was debated. There was a piece of iron rod was being carried by some 
worker of government dockyard company. The Plaintiff’s servant was 
travelling in a horse driven carriage. Due to negligence on the part of different 
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servant the iron rod fell down. The horse was injured. Plaintiff sued the 
government for damage due to negligence on the part of the servant employed 
by the government. According to peacock C.J.” The government cannot be held 
liable when the injuries are caused while carrying out sovereign functions but 
is liable when the acts of the servant are non-sovereign functions. 
        Madras High court did not agree with the view, which is expressed by 
Calcutta High court in case of secretary of State Vs Hari Bhanji11 held that 
immunity of East India Company extended only to 'acts of the State”. This 
defence is not available against a citizen. Act of State are directed against 
another Sovereign State or its over in personality for its subject and being based 
on policy consideration and not on law administered by municipal Courts they 
are not justiciable. 

The first law commission in its report express the view that,”The law 
was correctly laid down in Hari Bhanji’s case12.” 
     The first notable case after the commencement of Constitution was State of 
Rajasthan vs Vidyawati13. This case remove the doubt, that the scope of Article 
300 was limited and held that scope of Article 300 is not limited and the 
expression used in Article 300 i.e. in the like cases back for the determination 
of such cases to the legal position before the enactment of the Constitution and 
Article 300 has saved the right of parliament or legislature of a State to enact 
such law as it may think fit and proper in this behalf and so long as legislature 
has not expressed its intention to the contrary, law must be held to be the same 
which has been continuing from the day at East India company14. In the case of 
Vidyawati, a vehicle owned by the State of Rajasthan hit a pedestrian who 
eventually died of an accident. The State was held liable, as the said accident 
could not be associated with the sovereign power. The Supreme Court in this 
case observed that “……,it has to be remembered that under the Constitution, 
we have established a welfare State, whose functions are not confined only to 
maintain law and order but extend to engaging in all other activities including 
industry public transport, State trading to name only a few of 
them……………it is too much to claim that the State should be immune from 
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the consequences of tortious acts of its employees committed in the course of 
their employment as such15”. 

The decision of Supreme Court in above case was not very certain and 
satisfactory. The Supreme Court in the case of Katuri Lal Ralia Ram vs State 
of UP16 has again stated that if the act of the government was one which could 
be considered to be in delegation of sovereign power, the State would be exempt 
from liability otherwise not. In this case the police constable seized the gold 
which belong to the plaintiff. The seized gold had been kept in malkhana under 
the charge of then head constable Mohammad Amir. The constable letter 
misappropriated the gold and flew with it to Pakistan. The court in this case 
upheld the defence of sovereign immunity. It was held that this happened 
because of the negligence of police officer who acted in the violation of 
provision of U.P. Police regulation and power, which was exercised by them, 
could be properly characterized as sovereign power. The court further said the 
power of police official in keeping the property in the police malkhana was a 
sovereign power. 
    Kasturi Lal case decision of Supreme Court still held good, for practical 
purpose its force has been considerably reduced by a number of decision of the 
Supreme Court17without overruling the decision of Kasturi Lal case the court 
diluted the emphasis laid on the sovereign immunity of the State and the court 
took this regulation to have special characteristics of sovereign function of 
State. 
Sovereign immunity is subject to fundamental rights (Constitutional 
rights)- 

The Constitution of India is a pious document, which protects the 
fundamental rights. The importance of fundamental right is mentioned in 
Article 13 of the Constitution. This right put a limitation on the legislature and 
exclusive in relation to the interest of the individual. If these Constitutional 
limits exceeds, the Constitution provides remedy18. Though if we see the 
original notion of writs, they were concerned only with the validity of the 
decision making process and not with the merits of a violation by a State 
agency, now a day the court in India started giving some compensation in 
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addition to declaring the action of the State invalid, ‘Constitutional torts’ can 
be added in this category. 

In the Constitution of India part III, i.e. Fundamental rights guaranteed 
the human rights jurisprudence.Part IV of the Constitution put an obligation on 
the State to promote these human rights approaches the fundamental rights act 
as a restriction on the State. If we see the Constitution of India imposed State 
liability on the State by two ways firstly, the State has a legal duty to protect 
the guaranteed rights and pay compensation to the victims if it act contrary to 
it. Secondly writ powers are given to the superior courts to ensure that the State 
does protect these fundamental and legal rights. 
Development of Article 21 in the human right perspective 

Article 21 of the Constitution provides that “No person shall be deprived 
of his life or personal liberty except according to procedure established by law.” 
since the Constitution came into force this Article has been interpreted by the 
court in different ways. The Indian judiciary took several steps19 to include the 
human rights in the Constitution through this Article. In case of A.K Gopalan 
Vs State of Madras. In this, case an order challenged under Article 19(1) (d). 
The court answered the issue in negative and held that the purpose of this 
Article was not to protect the generalized right.As for as the scope of Article 21 
was concerned, the court classified the words ‘procedure established by law 
‘word used in Article 21 is to be given a wide and fluid meaning and the 
expression” due process of law” used in U.S.Constitution could only mean State 
made law. It was held that Article 19 and Article 21 are mutually exclusive and 
hence the responsibility test as applied in Article 19 is not to be applied in 
Article 21. The other important case in in R.C. Cooper vs. Union of India21 in 
this case the court said ‘the extent of protection against the infringement of a 
fundamental right is considered not by the object of legislature or forms of 
action but its direct operation upon the individual’s right. While deciding this 
case the court made clear that while interpreting the Constitutional provisions 
the main thrust must be in the promoting the rights of the people. The 
Constitutional courts are entrusted with power and duty to interpret law for the 
protection of basic and fundamental rights are dealt with in the Constitution. 
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Where there is chance of abuse of State action, there must be restraint required 
on that action. Again in the most famous case Maneka Gandhi vs. Union of 
India.22The court while interpreting the section 10 of Passport Act classified 
that the expression ‘procedure established by law’ in Article 21 means that the 
law should be prescribed with some procedure and if arbitrary and fanciful, it 
may lead to depriving a person’s Liberty. The procedure must be just, fair and 
reasonable. The court held that Article 14 19 and 21 are not mutually exclusive 
but they are interrelated. Thereafter in a series of cases23, the Supreme Court 
has widened the scope of Article 21. 

With the development of human rights jurisprudence, the judges begin 
to think, that the Constitution is an organic instrument, which must be 
interpreted creatively with a view to, protect the Constitutional values and must 
strengthen human values. The liberty and the right guaranteed in the 
Constitution are not to be misused and it should be ensured that it carries with 
it duties and responsibilities.24 

    Indeed Courts used the interpretation given the Maneka Gandhi case25 
as a tool to improve the present legal system the key of the judicial activism 
was that the phrase used “the procedure established by law” in Article 21 does 
not mean any procedure but it must be just fair reasonable and not arbitrary and 
fanciful. In exercise of writ jurisdiction, the apex court used Article 21 of the 
Constitution to promote compensatory jurisprudence in those cases26 where 
State violates the rights guaranteed under Article 14, 19 and 21. 
     In case of Khatri vs State of Bihar27 (Bhagalpur blinding case) in this 
case first time where the compensation for the police excesses was raised. In 
this case, court got an opportunity to think as to what relief could be given for 
the violation of Constitutional right (Article 21). Can the court grant relief for 
the violation of Article 21? Or what relief can the court grant for the 
enforcement of the Constitutional rights? By considering the police action 
inhuman, the court said it was not a legal problem but a human. The court 
directed the State of Bihar to provide them the best treatment at State cost for 
the violation of prisoner’s fundamental rights given under Article 21 of the 
Constitution. In this case Bhagwati J. Observed “why should the court not be 
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prepared to forge new tools and devise new remedies for the purpose of 
vindicating the most precious of the  precious fundamental rights to life and 
personal liberty”.28 

In Sant Bir vs State of Bihar29 the question of compensating the victim 
of the lawlessness of the State was left open. The court said that there is a need 
of compensating the victim for the unlawful act of enforcement agency but left 
the issue unanswered. 

In Veena Sethi vs State of Bihar30 case the court observed that the 
question would remain to be considered whether the petitioner are entitled to 
compensation from State Government for the contravention of the right 
guaranteed under Article 21 of the Constitution. 

The seed of compensatory jurisprudence as emerged in above three 
cases, Supreme Court take a dynamic move, which resulted in the emergence 
of compensatory jurisprudence for the violation of right to personal liberty 
through the case of Rudal Sah vs. State of Bihar31. This is a landmark decision 
by which Supreme Court recognised the liability of the State to pay 
compensation when the rights to life and personal liberty as enshrined in Article 
21 had been violated by the officials of the State. This was a path breaking 
decision by the Supreme Court. This case is a shift from the traditional tort law 
and with the decision Constitutional tort was recognised by the judiciary. 
   After the decision of Rudal Shah case in a series of cases the courts 
begin to award compensation for the violation of Constitutional rights 
guaranteed under Article 21 of the the Constitution. In Sebastian M. Hongrary 
vs Union of India, 32 two persons were taken by army in Manipur. These two 
persons met unnatural death in army custody the court award 1 lac 
compensationeach tothe wife of two missing persons. In Bhim Singh vs. State 
of Jammu and Kashmir, 33 the petitioner who was an M.L.A. wrongfully 
detained by the police and prevented from attending the assembly session. The 
Supreme Court ordered the payment of Rs. 50000 by way of compensation to 
the petitioner. In Nilabati Behera vs State of Orissa34 the Supreme Court 
observed” it may be mentioned straight away that award of compensation is a 
proceeding under Article 32 by this court or by the high court under Article 226 
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of the Constitution is a remedy available in public law based on strict liability 
for contravention of fundamental rights to which the principal of sovereign 
immunity does not apply even though it may be available as a defence in private 
law in an action based on test” 
     Act of police officials35, police firing36, negligence of military servant37, 
failure of the police to perform its duties38, death or injuries to persons39 are the 
some areas in which compensation were awarded. In Saheli Vs commissioner 
of police Delhi,40 The death of a 9-year-old boy was caused by beating and 
assault by a police officer. In the writ petition filed by an NGO the Supreme 
Court allowed damages to the boy’s mother. In case of C. RamKonda Reddy vs 
State of Andhra Pradesh41 it was considered that negligence on the part of police 
officials is termed as violation of right guaranteed by Article 21 and the claim 
for compensation was allowed. It was observed that Article 300(1) does not 
constitute an exception to Article 21. 
        The fundamental right under Article 21 available to foreign national’s 
too42. In case of N.Nagendra Rao vs State of Andhra Pradesh43 the court 
observed that in welfare State functions of the State now change and the 
democratic Live between sovereign and non-sovereign function have no 
rational basis. The court said distinction is not good in in modern jurisprudential 
thinking. 

In view of complete ouster of sovereign immunity in regard to 
fundamental rights particularly Article 21, right to award money compensation 
for violation of the law is justified. The Union and State Government would be 
liable for tortious act committed by their employees in the course of 
employment for violation of Article 21. It hoped that State without further delay 
make the act regarding State liability. 
        If no other practical mode of redress is available, the court would award 
monetary compensation for breach of fundamental rights by State or its 
employees based on the principle of strict liability. The Apex court must evolve 
a scientific criterion for future cases. The “voting right model” of the U.S. may 
be adopted for measuring the damages in Constitutional tort action to prevent 
the victim from a legal injury to their rights. 
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It is desired that without it to the discretion of judiciary an express 
enforceable right to compensation for violation of fundamental rights 
beincorporated in the Constitution. 

Award of compensation at the hands of court for Constitutional 
violation is a creative jurisprudence evolved by our court. However, the criteria 
adopted by the court is quantifying the compensation has been subjected to 
varied criticism. Even the much famous case D.K. Basu vs .State of West 
Bengal failed to lay down a definite criterion in determining the compensation. 
The court went on to say that it in the assessment of compensation, the emphasis 
has to be on compensatory not the punitive element comma and the quantum of 
compensation will depend upon the peculiar fact of each case and no straight 
jacket formula can be evolved in that behalf. 
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Abstract-  

Nepal situated in the Himalayas on the Northern border of India has 
special significance in reference to Srinath (Nath Sect) pilgrim centers. The 
natural beauty, peace and solitude of Nepal which is imbedded in nature itself 
could attract any hermit. The wide expanse of nature in Nepal has constantly 
attracted itinerant Yogi Matsyendra Nath and great Yogi Gorakhnath. Much 
prior to the Yogis of Nath sect, rather from the very origin and development of 
human civilization Bharat and Nepal have been closely related. For thousands 
of years   both the countries have shared the cultural traditions together. 
Peoples of the two countries have always felt as one. Bharat- Nepal are not only 
neighbor, they are like one family and real brothers. Both are historically, 
culturally and socially linked. Nepal inhabited on the south slant of the 
Himalayas is 147181 Sq. Km. in area with a population of three crores. 
Administratively divided in 75 districts and 75 Anchal the country was the only 
Hindu nation of the world till 2006 A.D.

Bharat- Nepal unity is traced from the Vedic period. Mythically it is 

said; a Manishi (Sage) named Nimi established this region which was later 
called ‘Nimina Palit Rashtra Nepalam’. During the Ramayan period, the king 
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of Janakpuri Shriradwaj (Janak) married his daughter Sita to Prince Sri Ram of 
Ayodhya. This relation between Ayodhya and Janakpur was indeed Indo- Nepal 
relationship. During Maha Bharat period the people of Nepal had taken part in 
battle fought by Pandavas. Buddha was born in Lumbani, a place situated in 
Nepal. It is found mentioned in 5th century B.C. that Gopal, Kirat, Lichhavi and 
some other kingdom existed in the valley of Kathmandu which is capital of 
present Nepal. Chanakya has also mentioned about Nepal. The daughter of 
emperor Ashoka of Maurya dynasty was married in a kingdom in hill region of 
Nepal. The presence of Lichhavis and Mallas is found in the pedigree and 
records of Nepal in the beginning centuries. The record of Pashupati Nath 
temple of eight century mentions that Supushp had established a kingdom of 
LIchhavis. Mahadeo was the twentieth king according to the ancestry. It may 
therefore be inferred that Lichhavi State would have been established in Nepal 
in first or second century. The LIchhavis as a political might in Nepal are known 
from matrimony of a Lichhavi princess to Chandragupt I. Thus marriage 
relations between India and Nepal are traced in Gupta period as well.  

According to R.C. Majumdar after the fall of Gupta empire Lichhavis 
availed the opportunity to prosper as important power in Nepal and they 
founded an exalted and efficacious dynasty there. It is gathered from 
Harshcharit that Harsh collected taxes from a hill state named Tusardhwaj 
(Lukhardhwaj). It is belived that king of Nepal developed cordial relations with 
Harsh and accepted as gift ample riches from him. Renowned Historian K.M. 
Pannikar says that Nepal was a constituent part of the Harsh Empire while 
Radha Kumud Mukherji opines it was under the effective influence. It is known 
from the Chinese sources that China’s Thang ruler Taisung who was a 
contemporary of Hrash Vardhan sent out two emissary groups in the court of 
Harsh after his death near 643 to 647 A.D. This also imparts that the army of 
Harsh had rendered assistance to the ruler of Nepal. Nepal was divided into 
small states by 9th century for reasons of vagaries of nature, and copious 
political and social hardships. It emerged as independent country after 
confrontation with Tibet in 878 A.D. It prospered economically as it was the 
chief way for Indo- China trade and in 11th century A.D. Guna Kamdeo who 
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was a ruler, built the cities of Kathmandu, Patan and Shanku. He occupied the 
western region of Hill state Kathmandu of the Gorakhas and his descendants 
took over the mid area of Nepal. At this time Nepal was divided in twenty four 
states and it is belived in Nepal that Prithavi Narain Shah unified Nepal and 
built it a powerful state with the blessing of great Yogi Gorakhnath. 

Matsyendra Nath and his yoga tradition had great influence in Nepal 
even prior to the propagation of Nath sect by Maha Yogi Gorakhnath. 
Matsyendra procession is great festival in folk life of Nepal. Yogeshwar 
Matsyendra Nath was first to impart yoga to the people of Nepal. Traditionally 
it is said in Nepal that king of Nepal who was contemporary to Matsyendra 
Nath perpetrated oppressions upon the followers of Matsyendra Nath. 
Displeased with such distress, his disciple Gorakhnath having wrapped Nav 
Nagas (nine clouds) sat in Kathmandu and went in Meditation for twelve years. 
This resulted in dearth of rains causing great famine. It was the grace of Guru 
Matsyendra Nath that cloud clusters were set free and rains commenced. Thus 
Nepal could be emancipated from drought. “Matsyendra procession” is 
organized and celebrated as festival by the people of Nepal for the said gracious 
act of the Yogi. This popular hearsay in the social life of Nepal about 
Matsyendra Nath is gathered from other sources also. Nepali Buddha literature 
also mentions such story. Matsyendra Nath has been called Avalokiteshwar in 
this tale. It is said that Matsyendra Nath lived at Kapottak Mountains. 
Gorakhnath went to see him but could not do so. Then Gorakhnath wrapped the 
clouds around and sat in meditation posture with the result that there were no 
rains in Nepal for twelve years. Buddhdutt, the Guru of King Narendra Deo of 
Nepal perceived the mystery of drought and he planned a meeting of both 
Mahayogis Matsyendra and Gorakhnath. He determined to go to Kapotak 
Mountains to take Avalokiteshwar (Matsyendra Nath) near to Gorakhnath. 
Buddhdutt rendered his services to Matsyendra Nath and pleased him. 
Matsyendra Nath came to Gorakhnath and the clouds were set free. There was 
affluent rains in Nepal and famine ended. This benevolence of Matsyendra Nath 
is acknowledged in Nepal by the people by celebrating procession festival in 
his memory every year. There is yet another reference in this context. It has 
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been said that Gorakhnath Ji overpowered Karkotak Nag, the god of rains on a 
mountain and there was thus a drought in Nepal. Buddhdutt, the Guru of Nepal 
king came with Yogi Matsyendra Nath to Mahayogi Gorakhnath. Gorakhnath 
sprang up to honour his Guru Matsyendra Nath and the clouds got free. It rained 
in Nepal and the country was rid of famine. An exalted glimpse of shiv Gorakha 
is reflected in the worship of cloud clustered form of Gorakhnath. Diverse 
expressions such as above are proof that the dignity of Matsyendra Nath and 
Gorakhnath is well accepted in Nepal Society. 

The real expounder of Nath sect Maha Yogi Gorakhnath is worshiped 
in Nepal. He is worshiped as Shiv- Goraksha. His meditation and penance 
influenced extensively the life of common people of Nepal. A wide effect of his 
personality may be seen in the spiritual, cultural and social traditions of Nepal 
and to great extent on foke life as well. Gorakhnath is known as Buddha 
Anangvajra or Ramam Vajra amongst the people of Nepal. It appears that 
Buddha yoga had an effect on the society of Nepal. Nepal society, in general, 
accepts Gorakhnath as incarnation of Lord Shiva. The available descriptions 
about Gorakhnath mention that Prince Ratan Prikshak of Dang division of 
Nepal was trained in Nath Yoga by Goraknath.It is also mentioned that Ratan 
Prikshak went, one day in forest for hunt and he met Mahayogi Gorajhnath 
there. The Yogi preached him and said that each living being is a creation of 
the great soul (God) and he alone had control over the life. He also preached 
that killing is a sin and non- violence is a religion. He advised the prince to kill 
his deer like mind which is unstable and vibrant and has no breast, muscle, beak 
or legs. It is further mentioned that Prince Ratan Prikshak was very much 
impressed and took lesson from Gorakhnath Ji who gave the prince a nectar pot 
at the time. The said pot given by Maha Yogi Gorakhnath is present even today 
in big temple of Dang. 

The most important folk- tales regarding relations between Mahayogi 
Gorakhnath and Nepal are about divine favour invoked upon Shah Dynasty of 
Nepal by Gorakhnath. It is a common saying in Nepal that famous king 
Yashvarma had three sons- Narain Shah, Narpati Shah and Dravya Shah. 
Darvya Shah was given the task of services to cows. Gorakhnath being pleased 
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with his duty and care of cows presented himself before Shah in guise of a 
young yogi and blessed that kings of Shah Dynasty will continue to rule the 
entire Nepal with Excellence. Later on the descendants adopted cow service as 
their principle religion. With a lapse of period, once Prathvi Narain Shah at the 
age of 6 years was playing in the forest with his companion and entered in cave 
to hide himself. There he found Mahayogi Gorakhnath sitting on a Tiger’s hide. 
The Yogi with long hair had worn earrings, garland of ‘Rudraksha’ and had 
wrapped a snake round the neck. Gorakhnath ji perceived from his insight that 
the child was from the family of Shah Dynasty. He asked him to go to his 
mother and fetch curd. Prithavi Narain Shah was entranced at the astonishing 
sight of the Yogi. He went home and reached the cave with curd. Gorakhnath ji 
drank the curd and asked Prithvai Narain to join palms of both hands. He poured 
the curd on the palms and told the child to drink but he could not dare and his 
hands got separated. The curd splashed on his legs. Maha Yogi Gorakhnath 
unravelled the significance of Prasad (curd) and told that the Shah descendants 
could have been emperor of the entire earth if the curd had been taken. He 
further stated that the Prasad had dropped on legs and that would enable him to 
conquer any region of land and the same would be under his domination. 
Prithavi Narain Shah was declared king of Shah Dynasty. Gorakhnath ji met 
him again and gifted a sword. In fact it was the grace of Mahayogi Gorakhnath 
that under the leadership of Prithavi Narain Shah the rule of Shah Dynasty over 
entire Nepal was established. Having been blessed by Gorakhnath Prithavi 
Narain Shah founded, with assistance of people and army, Goraksha nation that 
is Gorakha State over the entire hill region of Nepal. It included Tistha, Ganga, 
Trigat, Digarcha. The State was known for its observance and care of cows and 
religious character. Gorakha nation, race, language, culture and civilization 
attained a dignified place and from that time to the end (2006 A.D.) Shah 
dynasty ruled in Nepal. All the rulers of Shah Dynasty accepted Gorakhnath as 
their diety and in a way he (Gorakhnath) became god of the country. 

The devotion and fidelity of Shah Dynasty to Gorakhnath ji is obvious 
from the fact that the kings of this dynasty were crowned to the throne by the 
monk (Mahanth) of Mrigasthali which is place of worship of Gorakhnath ji in 
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Nepal. The coins during the Shah rule bore facsimile of foot prints of 
Gorakhnath and were engraved with words “Sri Sri Gorakhnath”. It is worth 
mentioning that the coin of a country is indicant of sovereignty, and 
traditionally a mark of the nation, king or god as accepted by the people is 
engraved on it. 

The influence of Gorakhnath, exponent of Nath sect, can be seen on 
Nepal society even today. After the end of kingship, during the democratic rule 
of the present, the paper notes of Nepal are replicated with the sabre (Katar) 
given to the king Prithavi Narain Shah of Nepal and bear the Inscription as “Sri 
Bhavani” and “Sri Gorakhnath”. It is evident that Gorakhnath is treated by the 
people of Nepal as Guru of the nation. People of Nepal and descendants of Shah 
come to Gorakhpur to offer “Khichadi” (a mixture of rice and pulse) in 
Gorakhnath Temple every year. It is mentionable that the Supreme spiritual 
centre of Nath sect is Gorakhnath Temple in Gorakhpur (Uttar Pradesh, Bharat). 
It is believed that Mahayogi Gorakhnath had performed penance and meditation 
here in Treta- Yug (one of the Hindu ages of the world). He presents his 
appearance (Darshan) before the monk of the temple who is recognized as 
representative of the Mahayogi. Yogis (ascetics) of Nath sect and devotees from 
different regions offer Khichadi in this temple during the festival of “Makar 
Sankranti”. The first Khichadi, after monk of the temple, is one from king’s 
family of Nepal. 
Monastery and Tamples of Nath sect in Nepal 

It is important to mention about monasteries and temple of Nath sect 
related to Mahayogi Gorakhnath, his Guru Mahayogi Matsyendranath and other 
elevated personalities. 

Pashupati Nath of Kathamandu- Kantipur was known as Kasthmandap 
for the reason that Kasthmandap was the seat of Shiv Goraksha ans was later 
called Kathmandu, the Capital of Nepal. It has been said that Malay Varma 
constructed a grand Kasthmandap (wooden enclosure) for god Sri Gorakhnath 
and this place became famous by the name of Kasthmandap. Some scholars are 
of the opinion that Pashupatinath Temple in Kathmandu, The Capital of Nepal, 
is a temple of Shri Gorakhnath. This is also said that sixteen hundred years ago 
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Luxmi ji got the temple constructed to honour Gorakhnath ji although in the 
present Lord Shiva as Pashupatinath is established there. Probably the temple 
of Pashupatinath might have been called the temple of Gorakhnath as he was 
recognized the incarnation of Lord Shiva. At another place in Kathmandu a 
temple of Gorakhnath is present where his idol is established in the image of a 
child. It is said that this idol was set up by an elevated ascetic Loipad.  Temple 
of Machhendranath is also found on the bank of Bagmati Ganga. The upper 
hilly part of Pashupatinath temple has been the place of meditation of exalted 
ascetics and for this reason this hill is called Siddhachal. The lower region was 
inhabited by the stags and hence called Mrigasthali. At temple of Gorakhnath 
exists in the upper part of Siddhachal. In the vast precincts of this temple a 
dozen of other temples of lofty Yogis of Nath sect are found. At this holy place 
Gorakhnath ji had wrapped the clusters of cloud with power of his yoga and 
immersed in meditation. The importance of the temple and this place of 
meditation may be understood from the fact that it is settled at the bank of 
Bagmati and situated in mid of God Pashupatinath and Guheshwari devi 
temples at the upper hill. The way to Guheshwari devi temple from that of 
Pashupatinath passed through the precincts of the temple of Maha Yogi 
Gorakhnath. The permises of Gorakhnath temple are now in ruins although its 
past grandeur indicates the honour given to Maha Yogi Gorakhnath in Nepal.  

Yogis of Nath sect say that on the holy site of worship one white stag is 
seen in the herd of wandering stags for some moments and then disappears. The 
Yogis believe that this white stag is the image of Maha Yogi Gorakhnath. There 
is a great centre of Nath Yogis at Thapa Patheli in Kathmandu. Kal Bhairav 
temple of Kathmandu and Ratan Nath temple of Saravari Kot are holy places 
of Nath sect Yogis. Ganesh place near Mrigsthali is also a Monastery of Nath 
sect where Yogis live and worship. 
Tulaja Temple of Kantipur-  

An ornate idol of Shri Matsyendra Nath is present in Kantipur Tulja 
temple. At this place one Loipad meditated and setup a temple where four 
pieces of an amazing pillar from Kailash Mountain have been used and the 
temple is triangled. At a distance of 6 K.m. there is Pharfing cave where foot 
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prints of Gorakhnath are found. Here is a pond from which water in the breast 
size of Kamdhenu (a cow) runs. In Kantipur Mountain Kailash with pleasant 
hills is present at the congregation of Neelwati, Sheelwati and Puranwati. At 
the top, feet of Shri Matsyendra Nath, Shri Gorakhnath and Shri Dandpani are 
present. Goraksh Kumbh fair is held at every twelve years at this place. 
Gorakhnath ji had performed penance in a cave situated in south of Sri Goraksh 
and Kiran mound. Here is the tomb of Kaynath, an elevated Nath sectarian. 
Nath sect believes that Sri Bhartrihari Nath with his Yogic Power enlivened a 
dead infant and named him Kaynath. He also trained Kaynath in Yoga. At a 
distance of 90 K.m. from here at the congregation of Sindhu five rivers a city 
in the name of Sri Siddhkaran is situated. Here Bhartrihari Nath had lived for 
twelve years in the Siddha community with contact and deliberations with the 
people. Sri Gorakhnath set up sites for eighty four exalted hermits. In this area 
at Siddh Gau, Gorakhnath had served and taken care of cows for twelve years. 
Near this place in village Jakhwa foot prints of Gorakhnath are Present. Sri 
Bhramar Nath ji was a great hermit of his place. Thus the area near Kantipur 
appears to be a noted center of Mahayogi Gorakhnath, Matsyandra Nath and 
other ascetics of Nath sect.   
Dang-  

A famous monastery of Ratan Nath ji is there in Dang where Sri 
Gorakhnath and Bhairav Nath are specifically worshiped. Sri Ratan Nath was a 
prince and was so impressed by Mahayogi Gorakhnath that he received 
teachings of Nath sect and became a renowned ascetic. He propagated the tenets 
of Nath sect in Nepal, Bhart, Afghanistan, Khurasam, Multan and other places. 
A good number of Muslims were his disciples. It is belived that he toured Mecca 
and Madina. His temple in Dang is a big center of Yogis of western Nepal. 
Symbolic pot of Ratan Nath is brought to the Devipatan temple in Tulsipur of 
Balrampur district in India every year during Navratan in Chatra (A Hindu 
month).  
Muktinath-  

On the western Nepal and Tibet- China Border at a height of about 
13000 ft. there is a holy place at Muktinath. It is situated on mountains of 
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Dhaulagiri. This place is always covered with snow and it is open for travel 
only for four months. The idol present here has four hands and is popularly 
known as ‘Narain’ but yogis worship the idol in the name of Gorakhnathji. 
Tibetans also worship at this site. Ahead of this place there is Damodor pond 
which is frequented by Nath Yogis.  
Other Monasteries and temple of Nath Sect-  

A famous monastery of yogi Sansar Nath of Nath sect is in Pinthana. 
Foot mark of Gorakhnath is worshiped here. A beautiful temple of Gorakhnath 
is found in a place known as Ashtpushkar. Bageshwari temple is also a center 
of great respect for yogis of Nath sect. Mahadeo temple of Doti District is held 
in reverence by the yogis.  

A very renowed holy place of Jwala Mai is in Dailekha. Three sites-
‘Sir’ (Head) ‘Navi’ (Navel) and ‘Paduka’ (foot) are here. At all the three places 
flames come out of earth. This place is managed by Dhamanthi yogis. Nearby 
there is a well (Store) of grains where grains are offered every year. 

It is evident from the facts mentioned above that Nath ascetics especially 
Matsyendra Nath, Goraknath and Ratannath are well dignified in Nepal. The 
sites of their worship are holy places of Nepal. These yogis are accepted and 
adored as deities and have extensive influence on social and spiritual life of 
Nepal. This is reflected in political life of the country as well. It is clear that 
yogis of the Nath sect travelled throughout the nation including villages, paths 
and caves and propounded yoga for the uplift of Nepali society. There has been 
great influence of yoga traditions and philosophy of Nath sect in the religious 
and spiritual life of Nepal.

1. Subjects: Authors are requested to send only original and unpublished articles. 
2. Plagiarism: Authors are requested to send their original work with a conclusive result. 

We normally permit not more than 25% plagiarism. 
3. General Format, Page Layout and Margins: Standard A4 (210mm x 297mm) 

portrait page set-up should be used. Margins should be 1.78cm at left and right with 
top and bottom margin set to 2.54cm. Do not use any headers, footers or footnotes. No 
page numbers. All main text paragraphs, including the abstract, must be fully (left and 
right) justified. All text, including title, authors, headings, captions and body, will be 
in Times New Roman Font, in case of English or Kurtidev010, in case of Hindi. Paper 
text must be in two columns of 89 cm width each, with 0.51 cm spacing between the 
columns, font Size: 12 Line spacing 1.5. 

4. Title: Time New Roman Font, in case of English or kurtidev010, in case of Hindi, 14, 
bold, centre, first alphabet capital. 

5. Author: Author name are to be written in 12 pt. Bold & centre in font followed by 
designation, organization, address including state & country name. 

6. Abstract: First page, top left column, title bold-left aligned, text from next line, 10 
font, Italics and 150-200 words. The text must be fully left justified. 

7. Key words: The keywords section begins with the world, “keyword” in 10pt, bold 
italics. There may be up to few keywords separated by commas. 

8. Section & Sub Section Heading: 12 fonts, bold, centre, roman numbered in block 
capital letters, text after double space (eg. SECTION III) Sub heading: number small 
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alphabetic within bracket 10font, text single spacing (eg. (a) Classification). Sub 
Heading ; should be left aligned number small new roman within bracket 10 font, text 
single spacing (eg. (iii) characteristics). Introduction and conclusion must be included 
as separate sections ensure that introduction and literature survey is not more than 15% 
of total article size. 

9. Figures and Tables: All inserts, figures, diagrams, photographs and tables must be 
centre- aligned, clear and appropriate for black/white or gray scale reproduction.

3. Plagiarism Policy
