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Interpreting and Understanding the Ahraura Minor Rock

Edict: A Landscape Cultural Approach

Several people must have walked over the hill, on which the
minor rock edict of Asoka (269-236 BCE) and a modern shrine
of Bhandar devi is located, but none might have ever thought
that about its importance and the secret message of a royal king,
known as Asoka. Although some portion of this edict has
disappeared with time, several question arise like the intention
of the king to write his message on the hill floor, a seemingly
inappropriate location. Why the inscription was not inscribed
on the eye level, but on the floor? What was the original purpose
of this hill? It is Ahraura Minor Rock Edict of Maurya king
Asoka. There are several literature and research papers
discussing about the Asoka, what did make Asoka a great king,
what was his strategy for ruling diverse landscapes, culture and
people? Did his inscriptions tell us true story of his life or it is
only superimposition? Whatever the original intention of Asoka
may be, but one thing is certain that his glorious inscriptions are
very helpful to understand the contemporary environment and
the king’s approch to co-operate with diversity. An attempt has
been made in this paper to understand Ahraura Minor Rock
Edict with its surrounding landscape, thereby connecting it with
the ancient environs and settings, trade routes, purpose of rock
inscriptions..
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Introduction

Ahraura (25° 2° 11.3” N; 83° 2° 13.54” E) is located at a distance of
around 60 km from Varanasi on the Varanasi — Robertsganj road in the district
Mirzapur of Uttar Pradesh. The location of Ahruara indicates its strategic
importance on a major trade route from Magadha to the west coast. There are
two localities, viz., Ahraura Khas and Ahraura Dih, the rock-edict is located on
a small hillock to the east of the highway near Ahraura Khas.The surroundings
of Ahraura are abundant with numerous water sources, many of which are active
during the monsoon season, the famous ones being Lakhaniya Dari, Whyndam
Falls, Deo Dari, and Raj Dari. The evidence of human occupation from this
region is attested from the several finds of rock-shelters with prehistoric
paintings. In particular, in the Sonebhadra and Chopan region, several rock-
shelters and settlements have been explored. The entire Mirzapur district is also
credited with the presence of numerous prehistoric rock-shelters with paintings
in various shades of red.
Location of the Rock Edict

The Bhandari Devi temple is located at a distance of about 4 km north
of Ahraura, to the left of Varanasi — Robertsganj road,. The minor rock-edict is
situated to the north of Bhandari Devi temple on a hillock. The hill measures
987 m in length on the longest axis and 426 in width at the widest place while
166 m width at the least wide location. The hill, is thus peculiar in shape when
viewed in Google Earth. The minor rock edict is at present housed in a small
enclosure constructed of sandstone blocks from the nearby area and therefore
secured from any kind of vandalism. Drains cut on the bedrock all around the
enclosure gives a secure drainage during the monsoon period. The immediate
vicinity of Ahraura hinterland has been divided into two distinct ecological
zones and an intervening transitional area between the two. The nucleus of this
ecological zone comprises of the fertile alluvium of the Rivers Ganga and
Karmnasa, which in turn is richly fed by numerous streams and minor rivers like
Garai, that emanate from the hills and plateaus that surround them, the latter
forming the second ecological zone. The second ecological zone comprises of
rocky uplands intermingled with dry forests and presence of iron ore and other
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minerals. A third ecological zone also exists, which is the transitional ecological
zone, which houses exuberant wild vegetation, including bamboo and other
fibrous plants. The entire region is filled with luxuriant wild vegetation during
the monsoon season, and every drain emanating from the hills, slopes and
escarpment is active with water flow.

Legend behind Bhandari Devi Temple

Historical records attesting the origin and growth of the Bhandar Devi
temple is lacking. However, based on the prevailing fold history and traditions,
it is understood that the sister of King Karanpal Singh, later to be known as
Bhandari Devi, established here abode on this hill after the demise of her
brother, the king. She established a kitchen (Bhandara) on this hill for the poor
and needy and hence attained the name of Bhandari Devi. Another legend attests
this hill as the abode of a demon named Bhandari Devi. The present traditions
include a ritual in which the deity, Bhandari Devi visits ‘Shiv Pahar’, the abode
of her parents every third year in a procession, wherein she travels in a
palanquin. The devotees make a wish through an offering of one or five stone
pieces in the temple on the hill. The stones are removed once the wish is granted.
An interesting legend associated with the deity and temple is that whenever
drought or any natural calamity induces famine, local communities approach the
temple and obtain grains for their consumption. Once they are able to cultivate
their lands and obtain better produce, they return in double the quantity they
obtained from the temple. Therefore, it may be presumed that there is a long
tradition of associating this hill and shrine therein with a granary associated with
a deity.

Another legend attributes the presence of an underground cave located
within the present temple premises and below the garbhagriha of the main
shrine. It is also assumed that this underground cave is older than the present
temple. The local communities venerate the deity as their ‘clan deity’ or
‘kuldevi’. The festivities start during the month of sravana and on the 9" day
of Navaratri, during which thousands of devotees throng the shrine and offer
their prayers.
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Content of Ashokan Minor Rock Edict
The ancient sites comprising pottery and other remains on the surface
located mainly in the fertile alluvial area of the Upper Belan Valley between the
Raja Nala ka Tila in the east and Satdvari in the west provide some evidence
regarding the cultural history of the district. Amongst the Upadhi, Nai Dih,
Bhagwas, Koidiha and Raipura are important to be mentioned. The earliest
pottery assemblage from these sites includes pre-NBPW deposit represented by
black slipped, black-and-red and corded wares. These deposits may be
compared with the Chalcolithic phases marked at Kakoria in district Chandauli
and Koldihawa in district Allahabad. The quality of black slipped, black and red
and NBP wares, particularly found at Raja Nala ka Tila, suggest that this area
was in closer contact with Ganga Plain region during the early half of the first
millennium BCE. Probably, the ancient sites of this region were established for
trade and political purposes. It appears that, as of today, by this time there were
two sets of cultures prevailing in this region side by side. First of them was
largely based on hunter gatherer way of life continuing from the earliest times,
while agriculture and cattle raising was the main source of subsistence of the
later. If the present distribution of tribal settlements provides any indication in
this regard the hunter-gatherer communities would have been occupying mostly
the region of the Son, Kaimur hills and their northern slopes. The concentration
of farming communities seems to be in the Upper Belan Valley.
There are several Asokan inscriptions in Indian subcontinent, which are divided
into three categories, viz. Major, Minor and Pillar Rock Edict. The main focus
of this paper is the Ahraura minor rock edict and hence the details regarding the
other edicts are not discussed here. In this particular inscription, Asoka,
discusses about the dwellers located on the outskirts. The mentions of ‘outskirts’
may indicate the outlying locality of his kingdom in this area. However, there
are several questions, which may be raised on the basis of this inscription, which
are as follows:
1.  What was the need of preaching forest dwellers about Buddha?
Did they not hear about Buddha and his teachings previously
during the intervening period of Buddha’s demise and Asoka?
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2.

Who were these unfavorable gods of Jamudipa, who were not
close to men?

Why did Ashok mention about his religious work here at this
place about the enshrinement of the relic of Buddha?

What was the significance of this hill before Asoka?

Before searching answers for these questions, it may be pertinent to
understand the content of this rock edict. As deciphered by Naraini the
inscription reads as follows:

TRANSLATION

l.
2.

(Thus says the king, the Beloved of Gods—

For more than two and a half years I have been a lay disciple ;)
(But I have not indeed) made any exertion greatly (i.e. have not
led the religious life vigorously).

(It is only for about more than a year that [ have entered the order
and) have led the religious life vigorously.

During this period (in Jambudipa the gods, who were unfavorable
to men) have been made favorable.

(This is indeed the result) of leading a truly vigorous religious
life. Nor is this to be attained only by great (or rich) men but even
by the humble (or lowly).

The great heaven can be obtained by leading a truly vigorous
religious life. For this purpose

Is this proclamation. May (therefore) both the humble and the
great (or rich) lead a truly vigorous religious life. Let those
dwelling on the outskirts also know this.

And may the truly vigorous religious life be enduring. (I am sure)
this object will grow, will indeed immensely

Grow (and, what is more,) the initiative energy will grow one and
a half fold. (Now) this proclamation (is made) publicly (or

openly).
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10. Two (hundred and) fifty-six nights (days) after having enshrined
the relics of our Buddha or Two hundred and fifty-six nights (i.e.
days) are over since the relics of our Buddha were enshrined (by
me).

After a conscious reading of this edict, the following points emerge,
which needs further research and explanations. The presence of rock-edict on
the hill may also indicate the importance of this region, as it is located on the
major trade route connecting Pataliputra with the western coast. On an analysis
of the presence of various minor rock-edicts at places like Sasaram, Ratanpurwa
to the east of Ahraura and Rupnath, Panguraria, Sanchi, on the south-southwest
of Ahraura, it is clearly understood that Ahraura is at the crossroads of east-west
and north-south trade routh. The north-south trade route connects Ahraura with
Varanasi, the latter also falling on the major east-west trade route connecting
Pataliputra to the east and Allahabad, Kaushabi, Sankissa and other centres on
the west. Further to the south of Ahraura, is the presence of a territory that might
have inhabited several communities who were close to the nature, and also
aware of the innumerable raw materials of this region. As mentioned elsewhere,
the region is also rich in iron ore, which was a major resource material during
the early Historic period. The mention of religious life and the essentials of
attaining a correct path is seen in this minor rock-edict, which may indirectly
refer to the prevailing traditions and customs and their alignments on the path
of Buddhism by Asoka. The selection of this particular hill is also crucial as it
was located at the crossroads of the major trade route. The inscription on this
hill also indicates that it might have been an important centre even before the
arrival of Asoka and thus connecting the local communities with the emerging
Buddhist philosophy, thereby indicating its importance for all communities,
irrespective of caste and creed, rich and poor.

The purpose of mentioning about the enshrinement of the relics of
Buddha and the time that have passed, i.e. 256 days, is also intriguing. This
mention of time period as well the importance of the enshrinement of the relics
to the communities may very much to emphasize the preaching of Buddha, and
the efforts that have been put forth for connecting it with all sections of the
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prevailing society. It was also important that the local communities understand
this importance and connect themselves well with this emerging Buddhist
philosophy and also to gain confidence over them. Asoka and his agents might
have chosen Ahraura in order to convince the local communities that if they
were to worship any idol of image as their representative deity, they may very
well worship the relics of Buddha also.

The presence of other settlements contemporary to the rock-edict on the
Ahraura hill cannot be denied as indicated by stone alignments to the south of
Bhandari Devi temple. Further, to the north-northeast of the location of rock-
edict, flat topped area with platform like feature clearly indicates possibility of
large-scale congregation. Further, from the economic point of view also, the
forest products, crops and other minerals from this region was important for the
nearby big Nigama and Nagar Kashi. In the Jataka stories, there are frequent
references about famous textiles of Kashi. The regions around Ahraura also
produces Tussar silk, which might have been traded with Varanasi for weaving.
Another product, Kurari wood is famous for making toys of wood. Shellac
production is also famous in the region, which have certain different categories.
The production of various crops including paddy might have established this
region as an important centre for marketing of rice, other food grains and cotton
fabrics.

Buddhist Literary Evidence of Hill Festival

An analysis of the location of minor rock-edicts indicates a clear pattern
of location on the small hillocks overlooking the trade routes and fertile tracts
of agricultural lands. The tradition of the congregation of local communities
once in a year for festivities even today might be a reminder of the long
traditions associated with this hillock and the settlements therein. Asoka might
have obviously desired to use these gatherings connected with popular deities to
offer his way of devoted living as an alternative kind of worship. This style also
included the observation of major points of the Siksapada of the Buddhist laity
and required “effort”, Prakrama or Parakrama whoever tried to give his best this
way would please the gods much more than by simply visiting a melaii.
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The Rgveda, the Yajurveda and the Atharvaveda also refer to several
festivities as ‘Samana’. In the age of the ‘Sutras’ the ‘Mahavrata’ was an
important festival. There were also many festivals gathering called Samajas or
Samavayas where the people used to assemble together to celebrate those
festivals. The Vinayapitaka gives a description of festival called ‘Giraggasama;j’
observed on an elevated place at Rajagaha. The Nikaya literature refers to the
word ‘Samajja’ which denotes a festive gathering. The Singhlovada Suttanta
mentions that ‘Samajjas’ were celebrated with dances, music and acrobatic
shows. The Digha-Nikayas also informs us that the festivals were celebrated
with music, dance, fairs, ballad recitation, hand music, chanting of bards, tam
tam playing, fairy scene, acrobatic feats. Besides there were also combats of
elephants, horses, buffaloes, bulls, goats, rams, cocks, and quails, bout at quarter
staff, boxing, wrestling, sham fights, roll-calls. Such festivals were usually held
at the top of the hills and people not only enjoyed those festivals but also used
to come to spend their time there. Those festivals were held in various times
throughout the year. The most important and popular festivals were the Karttika
festival, which was held during the time of Karttika Purnima. The Catumasi
Komudi is another event held during the full moon day of the month of Asvina.
The Sarada Purnima and Suranakkhata were also important festivals in ancient
India. The people from neighboring villages not only took important part in the
ceremonies but also celebrated those festival very rejoin. From the
Avadanasataka, it s learnt that Salabhanjika festival was celebrated with great
pomp and splendour and large number of people assembled in the sala groves
on that day. The interpretation finds corroborating evidence on the festive atop
hills while the Buddhist monks were forbidden to attend such festivities, which
seem to have offered all sorts of vulgar distractions, as do their present day
equivalents. It is certainly not by chance that Asoka deals disapprovingly of such
festivals in the first rock-edict stating that Samajjas are not praiseworthy,
generally speaking.
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Conclusion

An attempt has been made in this paper to understand the context of
rock-edict of Ahraura hill in the overall setting of landscape, trade route and
other edicts of Asoka. The content of the rock-edict and its importance in the
establishment of edict is also understood, which reveals the mentioning of
prevailing religious rites and rituals and highlighting the importance of Buddhist
traditions and enshrinement of relics by Asoka. The location of Ahraura also
implies its strategic location on an ancient trade route, the east-west connecting
the urban centres of contemporary period with the coastal town and other
Buddhist settlements, while the north-south route connects the settlements to the
forest area and mineral rich localities to the south. It may be concluded that the
hill was an important place of gathering before the times of Asoka. The
investigation into the purpose of shelter, which is located below the garbhagriha
of Bhandari Devi temple is necessary to understand the various traditions
associated with the deity.

The Himalyan kingdom of Nepal has an enchating variety of
tropological features. It is a geogrphical part of Indian subcontinent .It shares
much of the social, religious and cultural traditions with India.lt is a country of
various rich varity of images type both of the Brahminical and Buddhist
religions. In the Brahminical image of deties are Vishnu, Shiva, Shakti etc.The
two principal religious systems revolve around Vishnu and Shiva.

The Vaidic Vishnu term is used in the senses of Deept', Trivikrama®
Vyapt®. The deveplopment of Vaidic Vishnu doctrine in the Puranas and Epics
is as personal God .In the 29™ episode of the Baalkanda of the Ramayana?
almost in 18" slokas ,there is the discription of the Vamana Avatar of Vishnu
Just same we found in the Mahabharata* also where Vishnu’s Vamana Avatar
is incorporeted and developed throughly. Vishnu was conceived and
worshipped in Nepal as in India under three main forms of aspects 1-Para, 2-
View, 3-Vibhav. In the Vibhav image of Vishnu the incarination avatar’s of
Trivikrama is very amaging sclupture in Nepal. According to Silp texts Vishnu
born as son of Aditi wanted to regain the kingdom of Indra to fulfill the wish of
her mother, his dressed as a Brahmacharin, he went to a secrifisial area and
asked for a gift of three steps of ground from king Bali.

In Nepal, of different periods, depicts the theam known commenly in
Indian literature as Trivikrama .The nucleous of legend as well as conseption
of the three strides are to be found in Vedic litreture .As a matter of fact, his
talking a three strides is one of the more significant features of Vedic
Vishnu.The more elaborate myth, which appears to have formed the basis for
these visual representations, is found in Puranas.
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The Silp text and the Rig -veda(122), Athrwa -veda discribe the three
strides of Vishnu .The Vamana avtaras of Vishnu has mentioned in the
Narayaniyan section of Mahabharata,the Vayupurana, Bhagvatpurana
Varahapurana and the Agnipurana,The Saswat Samhita also mentions
about Vaman avtaras. We find that in position all the three figures depicting
Trivikrama differs in holding the ayudhas (arms) and they are carved on the
recommondation of different books of the Dasavataras of Vishnu early
sclupture representations are available only of Varaha, Vamana or Trivikrama,
Narsimha and Krishna .The Trivikrama form of Vishnu, in corporating the
Vamna incarination caught the special fancy of the Nepalies artiest and is
represented by four image which are discribe below -

The image from Lazimpath labelled as Vishnu-Vikrant murti dated in
year 389(A.D 467) represents eight arms Vishnu and Trivikrama dynamically
striding the univers in three -poses .The left leg of the god isflung up to the level
of his forehead to span the heavens and is violently stretched in one assending
oblique line with his right leg planted in the Patalloka. His right foot ,which
Namuchi ,an associate to Bali, is trying in vain to dislodge is
caressingly supported on the palms of Adhisesha and his consort.,beneath the
outsreached left leg of the god is represented Vishnu dissguesed as a two armed
king Vatuka (Vaman)reciving the gift of three places of land which he has asked
for king Bali ,who bent with devotion is pourning water from the gold pitchen
held in his hands to confirm the gift,behind Bali stands his delicate petite queen
Vindhyavali with hands folded ,followed by two attendants of the sacrificial
horse ,one standing and the other seated ,both holding their respective right
hands in the stuti-mudra. The seated attendent carries a sward in the left hand
.Behind the standing attendent is represented in relief the sacrificial horse with
the yupa depicted in the background.

The left foot of Trivikrama ,lifted head high,is in contect with the terrific
face of Rahu or Brahmanda beneath this foot is shown the figure of Jambvan
cutting some sauts while playing on a drum held in his hands .The right hand
of Trivikrama is held in kati ,the remaining righthands hold gada ,chakra and
the pataka-mudra .The main left hand carries bow, while the remaining left hand
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carry shield,sankha and the tarjani —mudra .The god wears kirita mukuta
widening towards the top-ear pendent, torque, uderbandha with its conspicuous
knot and plated ends fluttering down the right side ,vanmala and lower garment
fastened by a belt. On the right flank of god is represented the slender figure of
two armed Lakshmi carry up lotus stalk and scarf floting in the air to approach
her loard. She is followed by Garuda who is depicted as a winged human figure,
with hand in anjali mudra, flaying towards his loard.Above Garuda is shown a
flying vidyadhara with hands folded.The image is worn out and defaced carries
a two line inscrption in the Gupta script on the pedestal.

The figure of Lakshmi and Vindhyavali are slender and recall the
Pallava female forms in their delicate and sensitive modelling .In contrast to
these is the powerful monumental figure of Trivikrama imbude with elemental
energy and dynamis which are vivedely portrayed by the dramatic stance of the
god and hightened by the sweep of the god’s vanamala ,the flutering knot and
pleats of his scarf ,the helpless attitude of Namuchi clinging to his right foot
,the sudden twist of the head and the shake hoods of Adisesha the floating lotus
pedestal of Lakshmi who is thrown off in the air ,the vigorous flight of Garuda
and the violent somarsault of Jambavan.(?)

Although the principal elements of the story are already presented in
the Trivikram relief from Pawaya of the gupta period and on the more elaborate
rock cut scluptures at Badami (6th)century and Mahabalipuram (7™)century the
monumental energy and the dramatic vigour of the Nepal image anticipate the
art of Elephanta and Ellora . Its stance and tense vigour are strongly
reminiscent of the sclupture of the Tripurantaka from the corridor of Kailasa at
Ellora.

Such dynamism is not found in the Indian art of the 5%, 6th centuries
and even the Rastrakuta art of India has not produced a more powerful image
of Trivikrama.

The image of Vishnu Vikrantmurti found of the confluence of the Tilganga
and the Bagmati appears to be a poor copy of the image from Lazimpath
,though it looks relatively fresh and shows the inscription on the pedastal in
excelent preservation .It is obviously the handiwork of an inferior artiest and
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lacks the power and dynamism of the Lazimpath figure. Its main figure has no
strength and even the modelling particularly of the arms is poor .The way king
Bali is shown pouring water from the golden pitcher is far from convincing .The
figure of queen following the king also lacks delicacy .The head of flying
Garuda is large and most of the subidiary figures lack animation and cordination

Vishnu as Trivikrama from Changu narayana is represented striding the
three worlds with his right foot firmly planted on an ornate pedestal on the
ground and the left leg flung up to heavens in a straight line with the right
leg. The right foot of the god supported by worshipful Adisesha and adored by
a female figure probebly Bhu-devi represented half emerging from the patal
with an offering of basketful of flowers ,is being vainly dislodged by Namuchi
,an associate of king Bali ,wearing ahead dress represting jata-mukut ,kundalas
and a heavy torque made of three strands of pearls .His left foot is also being
supported in supplication by Rahu ,whose bust is shown with a grotesque face
and dishevelled hair and wearing kundalas of two types ,besides a torque .The
God is eight armed and wears a Kirti-mukuta ,squarish ratna kundalas, kanthi
of three strands of pearls ,jewelled armlets ,wristless,udarabandh with a looped
knot on the leftside and fluttering sash —ends on the right and lower garments
with a brocade border reaching below the kness. Beneath the leg of the God is
represented his two armed dwarf from (Vamana) as a young Brahmcharin
wearing only a deer —skin which passes below his right arms and reaches up to
kness .He is shown accepting anoffering made from a large bowl held in the left
hand of king Bali .who stoops in humility and also offers water from a golden
jug held in his right hand to conform the gift asked for by the widly dwarf.

In Nepal several scluptures of Trivikram avatar incarination is found.
The Image of Nepal about Trivikrama roop of Vishnu is widely attractive .The
religion of India and Nepal are the same but the art of sclupture about
Trivikrama image of Vishnu is shortly different. The standing form of Vishnu
was the the most popular in Nepal which is reflected to Trivikrama sclupture.
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AFRO - AMERICAN WOMAN’S CONSCIOUSNESS IN TONI
MARRISON’S THE BLUEST EYE.

Paper: This paper explores the Identity Crises in African-American culture
where slavery has become an unfortunate issue of the past and still haunts the
present.

In Fonow and Cook’s view, gender involves the “accounting of
everyday’s experience of women which are neglected in the traditional
sociology’.

Chatharine Mackinnon argue that women have very little control over
their own bodies with female sexuality being largely controlled and defined by
men in patriarchal societies. Feminist argue that sexual violence committed by
men in often rooted in ideologies of male sexual entitlement, and that these
system grant women very few legitimate option to refuse sexual advances. In
many cultures men do not believe that a woman has the right to reject a man’s
sexual advances or to make an autonomous decision about participating is sex.
Feminists argue that all culture are, in one way or another dominated by
ideologies that largely deny that women have the right to decide how to express
their sexuality because men under patriarchy feel entitled to define sex on their
own terms.

Toni Morrison is the first African-American novelist who won the
Noble Prize in Literature in 1993 for “Beloved”. Her novels are known for their
epic themes. Vivid dialogues, and richly detailed character. She is an American
novelist, editor and professor. She wrote ten novels. Among her best known
novels are “The Bluest Eye”, “Sula” (1974), “Song of Solomon” (1977) and
“Beloved” (1987). She did her post-graduation in English from Cornell
University in 1955, for which she wrote a thesis on suicide in the works of
William Faulkner and Virginia Woolf. She wrote a short story about a black
girl who longed to have blue eyes. She later developed the story as her first
novel, “The Bluest Eye” (1970). She wrote ten novels, the latest one in “Home”
(2012). She also wrote for Children’s literature as well. In contemporary woman
novelists of America.

Any discussion about Black female’s body, historically, refers to Black
slavery. Slavery was the first abuse against the Black women. Black females
historically suffered oppression, abuse, misery, and tyranny because of race and
gender. They are victims of both sexist and racist oppression. Black females
were never supported and protected by their males unlike the White females
who were protected by their males and cultural standards to facilitate them to
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comfortably reach the adulthood. They were physically raped in a social
environment controlled by White community standards. The Black women,
under these terrible and awful conditions, survived and recovered situation of
their life. Violence against African American women has had a significant
influence on American society which has been greatly unjust towards the Black
community in general and towards Black females in particular. In this era of
sexual abuse of Black women, female body itself is threatened both by White
male and Black male. They were raped by their masters.

In the early mid-twentieth century, many Black women and men
migrated to the North in order to escaped the severe racist living conditions in
the South. Hope for better conditions of life was the only expectation/possibility
for which Black women liked to continue living. They move to the North and
the urban centers within North were hardly what Black women expected it to
be.

The Black Power movement of the 60s in the United States had a lot of
influence on Morrison’s The Bluest Eye. Morrison in this novel reveals that
blackness is not the only problem for the Black girls and women, but there are
also equally pressing problems like Black poverty, powerlessness and loss of
self-respect which is another significant difficulty for the Black community and
more so for Black female. Actually, in this novel Morrison concentrates on the
encounter between Black identity and White cultural values in American
society.

Pecola Breedlove is the central character (or, in other words, a
protagonist) of the Bluest Eye. She is an eleven-year old Black girl who is
physically ugly, financially poor, emotionally unstable and socially
disrespected. It is shown in The Bluest Eye that Pecola’s parents, like millions
of other Blacks, also travelled to the North in search of better living conditions
and job opportunities. The novel analyzes the main theme of Black feminist
literature of the 1960s and 1970s which was the Black woman’s body as a centre
of the Black feminist discourse.

The Black woman illustrates her identity, her relationship to men,
husband, children, society, and history of American society. Morrison admires
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the struggle of Black women throughout history to maintain an essential
spirituality and creativity in their lives and their achievements serve as an
inspiration to others. She speaks of the Black female experience more
powerfully because, she seems to think that this experience goes beyond the
boundaries of race, colour and class.

Morrison’s emphasis in The Bluest Eye is on racism. Moreover, she
expresses influence of racism on the Black community and family also. She
examines how Black females react to the so-called white standards of beauty
prevalent in the American society. The Bluest Eye is her first book which talks
about a victimized adolescent Black girl who is obsessed by the White standards
of beauty. In this novel, Morrison deals with Black women’s experience in
America, their struggle for finding their personal as well as their cultural
identities.

Pecola prayed for blue eyes every night. She believes that if she has blue
eyes, they will make her look beautiful and she believes that if she looked
beautiful, someone will love her and the behavior of others would also be
different, favourable (positive) towards her. Also, perhaps, her parents’
behavior would be different with her in particular and with everybody in
general. Maybe they will not fight with each other in front of her. She had
prayed for one year enthusiastically without losing her hope. She sat for a long
time in front of a mirror and looked in the mirror to understand what is the secret
of ugliness which made her different from others, the Whites, and which made
her teachers and classmates scorn her. She lives in such circumstances in which
love is an adjustment effected by money, violence dishonesty, psychological
disturbances, societal disaffection etc. Morrison depicts some of these
psychological upheavals as below:

...... Long hours she sat looking in the mirror, trying to discover the
secret of the ugliness, the ugliness that made her ignored or despised at school,
by teachers and classmates alike. She was the only member of her last name
forced her to sit in the front of the room always ....... She also knew that when
one of the girls at school wanted to be particularly insulting to a boy, or wanted
to get an immediate response from him, she could say, “Bobby loves Pecola
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Breedlove! Bobby loves Pecola Breedlove!” and never fail to get peals of
laughter from those in earshot, and mock anger from the accused. (BE, p. 34)

In the Bluest Eye, Pecola is looking for beauty and her identity, She
wants not only to be beautiful, but also some kind of an ideal of beauty for other
girls. Barbara Christian points out:

..... The beauty searched for in the book is not just the possession of
blue eyes, but the harmony that they symbolize: .. !’

Black women in American society not only suffer lot of discrimination
at the hands of White people only, but they are also the victims of their Black
men. They are made to live in misery and trouble from the White people
(especially White men) and Black people (especially Black men) as well.
Pecola in The Bluest Eye is rejected not only by White society but is also
rejected by Black society as she is ugly. In Pecola’s family sexual abuse and
menace come from inside the family itself.

In the Bluest Eye, Morrison deals with Black women’s repression due
to their blackness as it does not conform to the White standards and ideals of
beauty and the so-called sophistication of the Whites.

The Bluest Eye makes one of the most powerful attacks yet on the
relationship between Western Standards of female beauty and the psychological
oppression of black women..... '*

Moreover, Black men emotionally and sometimes physically abuse
Black women and even Black children by their own community itself. AS L.E.
Sissman noted —

Toni Morrison’s The Bluest Eye couldn’t be more different. She is
dealing with children, not men: she is dealing with the forties, not the present;
she is dealing with the black subculture, not the military one. But the biggest
difference is that she is dealing with people to whom no ultimate glory is
possible. .......... 19.

In The Bluest Eye, a woman is battered by White men and also by Black

men especially by their father or husband or an intimate male partner. Pecola’s
parents physically assault each other. In this novel Morrison protest against
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violence towards Black women (including childhood sexual abuse), violence,
sexual misconduct towards women and children, and sexual interference. Black
women realize their situation and restrictions of the society put on them,;
however, they have positive role in their families. They look after their family,
love their husbands, children and tolerate all troublesome behavior that comes
from other culture standards and make them appear as inferior beings in the
society.

Pecola prays for having blue eyes with the hope that they would change
her life. Her prayer for blue eyes symbolizes a desire for meeting the repeated
messages of White cultural superiority. She believes that the only way she can
escape from this situation is to become beautiful through acquisition of blue
eyes. Pecola shares a bedroom with her brother and lives with her disabled
mother and her drunken father. She is raped by her father and resultantly
becomes pregnant. Her rape by her alcoholic father symbolized the most
prominent type of sexual assault against Black females by Black males and this
is also the most tragic illustration of Black women’s abuse as shown in the
novel. She is an innocent child, but very unfortunately, she is made to suffer
from oppression of hers by the Whites as well as by her kith and kin like her
father which is seen in the fact that she is made a victim of rape and domestic
violence by her own father. Pecola doesn’t know the meaning of love and also
she could never control her body. Her sexual experiences are of just being raped
by her father.

Morrison shows that Black women suffer fatal types of violence even
from their close family members (relations). Abuse of and sexual assault to
Black females in this novel come from both Black and White males. The Bluest
Eye, among other important themes, is also a narrative of incestuous rape. In
this novel Pecola’s story ends tragically. Generally each woman in this novel
suffers some attack on her integrity and female dignity.

Pauline Breedlove, Pecola’s mother, is an unimpressive and helpless
character and she is happy to indulge in religious activities and domestic
discipline. The relationship between Pauline and Pecola as mother and daughter
respectively in the novel is quite pale and diminishing.
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Pecola Breedlove thinks that three prostitutes, China, Poland, and
Maginot Line, play some kind of a revolutionary role because these prostitutes
represent the unsettling of domestic respectability. China and Poland signify the
European and Asian fronts of World War II, Maginot Line refers literally to the
failed French border fortifications and metaphorically to the tendency to focus
on the wrong front to which historian Sidney Lens calls The Maginot Line
Syndrome: America’s Hopeless Foreign Policy. In the Bluest Eye, Poland,
China and Maginot, are associated with beauty:

...... The three whores are striking and they are associated with beauty:

“Poland singing—her voice sweet and hard, like new strawberries.”

They are associated with the Black English oral tradition and are

controllers and extollers of the power of the spoken word. The whores’

conversation is very aural......

In spite of all types of violence, injustices against them, Black women
prefer to be silent because they see that they are a part of racist and unjust
system which they can hardly change for the better on their own. Morrison in
this novel reveals the hard reality of domestic violence towards Black women.
In short, Black women’s suffering under the conditions of slavery, domestic
violence, sexual abuse and racism are some of the major themes of the novel.
Literature Review: Caole Pateman focuses on the feminist researcher who
tends to change the status of woman in the patriarchal societies. Patriarchal
concept replicates the male dominance on the woman. Pateman views that the
domain of patriarchy comprises of the difference among masculinity and
femininity that is equivalent to the political difference between the freedom and
subjugation (p.207). Woman are suppressed and devalued in the patriarchal
culture. By living in the male dominant societies, woman became the object of
producing the knowledge. Therefore, one could say that the objective
knowledge of the social world is tainted by the biased reasons of the dominating
race i.e. male and white. Jones and Stevi writes in Contemporary Feminist
Theories that gendered hierarchal society questions the male centered ways of
knowledge. Feminist theories are about thinking of woman generating
knowledge about them and of gender of woman (p.1)
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Gilbert and Guber highlight the need of woman to express themselves
in the stream of knowledge. Woman tends to have sisterly descendents in the
stream of knowledge due to their sense of alienation. The fears of patriarchal
authority as well as offensiveness about the female creation are the phenomena
that mark the sense of inferiority in woman. “ Woman writers struggle for
artistic self definition and differentiate the efforts at self creation from those of
her male counterpart (p.50). Woman could do the male researchers. As females
are better equipped to interpret and evaluate the experience of the suppressed
race of woman.

Furthermore, Helene Cixous suggests in Laugh of Medusa that women
should write for themselves and bring other woman to writings. They have been
driven away from writing as violently as from their bodies (p.253). An eminent
feminist scholar, Dorothy Smith, argues that due to their sex-position, woman
could produce better knowledge as compared to man. Feminist standpoint better
theories has less distorted knowledge and they are more complete (p.44).

Elain Showalter uses the gynocritic theory to explain the experieces and
knowlege of woman. She writes, “Its subjects are history, style, themes and
structure of writing by woman; the psychodynamics of female creativity, the
trajectory of the individual, the evolution and laws of a trajectory of the
individual, the evolution adn laws of a female literary tradition” (p.310).
Furthermore, Showalter examines the history from female aspects in her work,
Towards a Feminist Poetics. She opines that history is divided into three phases
namely, feminine, feminist and female. The female phase is the phase of self-
discovery. “Women turns to the experiece of females as source of autonomous
art, extending the feminist analysis of culture to the forms and techniques of
literature” (p.139). Showalter supports feminist criticism in the female phrase.
In Feminist Criticism in the Wildeness, Showalter claims that the gynocritic
model constructs the framework to analyze the female experience in the
literature by woman rather thanb the male authors (p.131). Gynocriticim is a
way to learn “something solid, enduring and real about the relation of woman
to the literary culture” (p.49). It concentrates on the newly visible world of the
female culture. Toni Morrison’s fictional characters could be analysed from
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gynocritic view point because they confront with cultural issues of gender, class
as well as race. The world still undermines the black woman.

Institution of slavery is eminent in the historical background of Sula as
well as Beloved. Slaves were treated as subhuman creatures and they received
punishment as mutilation of the corpse. In Luden’s opinion, slavery was an old
institution. It was in part justified by the white supremacists. Whites considered
slaves as inferior beings due to their race (p.164). Lives of woman slave were
much worst as compared to male slaves due to two reasons. Firstly, husbands
of slave woman were taken away or sold by the white masters. Secondly, black
woman were abused and violated through rape. White man kept sexual relations
with black woman in order it increase their assets. Kolchin writes, “Sex with
whites was against the desire of slaves. Women were the victim of outright rape
of the powerlessness that made the resistance futile (p.124). In Beloved by
Morrison, the sufferings of a black mother, Suggs, are portrayed realistically.
Sethe,, kills her daughter is also due to slavery. It forces the genders to adopt
opposite characteristic.

Duker views:

e Slavery has emasculated Paul D’. It stole him manhood by forbidding
him to take decisions. While, motherly sensibilities as well as femininity
is taken away from Suggs. She has to adapt the masculine traits to ensure
the survival of her family. Due to the former servitude, these two
characters take the characteristics of the opposite gender (Dueker,
p.110).

Eco-criticism has become one of the fastest- growing and promising areas in
literary study and a “self-conscious enterprise”, after a slow start in the early
1990s. Eco-feminism describes movements and philosophies that link feminism
with ecology. As the environmental movement along with environmental crises
raised the consciousness of women to the decay of the earth, they began to see
a parallel between the devaluation of the earth and the devaluation of the
women. Women began to see the link as not a false construction of weakness,
but as a strong unifying force that clarified the violation of women and the earth
as part of the same drama of male control. In a book on eco-feminism,
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“Reweaving the World: The Emergence of Eco-feminism” (1990), Diamond
and Orenstein claim eco-feminism uses the age-old connection between women
and nature as a bridge to strengthen both the feminism and the ecological
movements which seek to end the oppression of Women and Nature.

Eco-feminism calls for an end to all oppressions. Eco-feminism

connects the exploitation an domination of women with that of the environment,
and argues that there is a connection between women and nature that comes
from their shared history of oppression by a patriarchal Western society.
Thinkers like Linda Vance argue that eco-feminism must re-conceptualize the
relationship of Woman and Nature as “sisters” based on shared oppression of
the Woman and the non-human world. Both Nature and Woman are important
themes in Toni Morrison’s novels which provide the appropriateness of
applying this theory to her novels. “The bluest eye” is her first novel and usually
studied in terms of Psychoanalytic Critics, Postcolonial Critics and Feminist
Critics According to data collection, this research was worth doing. Moreover,
this novel could largely represent theories of eco-feminism and the early
thoughts of Toni Morrison. Cultural eco-feminism has been analyzed through
the illustration of rape, menstruation and natural images in the novel. These
illustrations emphasize women’s femininity and the connection with nature.
Through the kitchen in which the story takes place and the description of
housework, the concept of social eco-feminism can be seen.
Critical Analysis: /n the Bluest Eye women are the ones who are victimized
most. Almost all women in The Bluest Eye suffer some or the other attack and
assault on their dignity and integrity. Pecola is abused by almost each person in
the novel. Pecola’s only weapon against the horrifying cruelty is to long for a
pair of blue eyes, because she thinks the blue eyes will change her life
fundamentally and make her look beautiful.

The Bluest Eye is set in Lorain, Ohio, in the early 1940s, After the habit
of most writers, Toni Morrison has modeled the community of her characters
on own place of residence and immediate environment. Southern Black women
and men were migrating to the Northern USA in search of work and
emancipation. In the North, Black population was situated in the lower area and
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they had less income and did the low-paid and low-status jobs. Furthermore,
many Blacks travelled North to flee the harsh racist living conditions in the
South. Pecola Breedlove’s family also travelled to Lorain looking for new
job(s). Pecola Breedlove lives with her parents, Cholly and Pauline Breedlove
father and mother respectively. Pecola’s family is living in one bedroom and
there are no separate bath facilities.

There are several restricted areas for Blacks where they are not allowed
to go such as White church, parks, and so on. There are certain segregation
borders for the Blacks who are not permitted to go beyond those borders,
otherwise they will come in conflict with White rule which is hostile to the
Blacks and which destroys lives and families of the blacks by using (or, rather
misusing) their racial, social, political and even legal powers.

Conclusion.

In the Bluest Eye ,Toni Morrison’s emphasis is on racism. She also
explores the influences of the standards of beauty of the dominant “White”
culture on the self-image of the African American feminine youth. The novel is
strongly influenced by the 1960’s Black Power era in the United States. It
demonstrates the adverse (or, in fact devastating) effects of White racism on the
Black community in general and on Black families in particulars. Women are
oppressed on multitudes level due to the reason of gender politics. Firstly,
women are oppressed by the patriarchal institution of the social world.
Secondly, being a black woman is a double burden. Thirdly, the brutal institute
of slavery robs them from the right of motherhood as well as womanhood.
Gynocentric perspectives help the readers to probe into the lives of woman in
Afro-American social worlds in a better way. Woman tried to exist and play
their roles in all the possible ways in household and society whereas, men were
either absent from the families or shrunk from their responsibilities. Women
have strived hard under the institution of slavery to fulfill their roles as mothers.
This realization of self identity is the main craving of feminists and it becomes
their predicament in societies where woman are taken as an inferior beings, as
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commodities with a prize tags, In order to come to terms with themselves, black
women, fight for their rights and are cherished members of the black societies.
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GANDHI’'S KHADI THOUGHT AND WOMEN

“The spinning wheel will give them a ray of hope and a sense of self-respect.”
“The entire khadi movement depends on the women................. with regard to
khadi it has already been established that activity depends solely on women and
it is because of this that women in India have such progress.” *

Khadi or khaddar refers to varieties of coarse cotton cloth, which have
been hand woven using hand spun yarn. Peasants and artisans in pre-industrial
India always wore Khadi that had been made from locally grown Organic
cotton, harvested by local labourers, spun into yarn by their womenfolk and
woven into cloth by men from various specialist weaving castes. The precise
technology involved in the production of Khadi would vary from region to
region, as would the techniques used for its decoration (dyeing, embroidery,
printing etc.) Khadi shot into prominence in the early twentieth century when
the Indian political and spiritual leader Mahatma Gandhi called for the public
burning of British mill-made cloth, and urged patriotic Indians to wear only
homespun Khadi. What I object to is the craze for machinery, not machinery as
such. The craze is for what they call labor-saving machinery...The impetus
behind it is not philanthropy to save labor, but greed Khadi weaving is labour-
intensive. The fabric is hand-spun and hand-woven from cotton, silk or wool.
First, farmers pick cotton and remove the seeds. This is rolled into slivers in a
process known as Ginning. These slivers are spun into yarn on a spinning wheel
called the charkha, made famous by Mahatma Gandhi during the freedom
struggle. The threads are then manufactured and hand woven into cloth. Indian
national flag is also made up of khadi . Unlike cotton, the material is starched
and hence, does not crumple as easily. Khadi has the unique quality of being
cool in summers and warm in winters.

Mahatma Gandhi urged Indians to throw out their British colonial
rulers with two weapons — non-violence and handspun cloth. A middle aged
man when he realized the significance of Khadi as a symbol of independence
and self sufficiency, Gandhi did not know how to spin or weave. With great
difficulty, he found someone to teach him the skills of the spinning wheel, and
spun every day of his life thereafter. His plan was audacious — not only did he
eschew Western wear himself, he also proposed a complete re-clothing of the
nation. In its 1920 Nagpur session, the Indian National Congress first stated its
aim to promote Khadi, the nationalist fabric. Gandhi henceforth referred to it as
the "Livery of Freedom." Overnight, Khadi became the symbol of defiance as
thousands of bonfires were lighted across the country and Indians rose up
against colonialism by throwing their Manchester textiles into the flames. Thus,
Khadi's growing importance caused a full scale reorganisation of India's textile
industry.

Gandhi's Khadi movement was slightly different from the efforts of
earlier swadeshi (home industry) activists in Bengal who had contented
themselves with the promotion of Indian produced mill cloth. For he decreed
that to qualify as Khadi, cloth had to be not only hand woven and locally
produced but also made from hand-spun yarn. Foreign cloth must be totally
banished from the Indian market, if India is to become an economically free
nation, if her peasantry is to be freed from chronicpauperism, if that peasantry
is to find honourable employment during times of famine and such other
visitations. Protection of her staple industry is her birth right.I would, therefore,
protect the Indian mills against foreign competition, even though for the time
being it may result in mulcting the poor people. Such mulctingcan take place
only if the mill-owners are so unpatriotic as to raise prices owing tothe
monopoly they may secure. Similarly and consistently, I would protect hand-
spun Khaddar against the home mills. And I know that, if only foreign
competition is avoided, Khaddar will be protected without difficulty. Foreign
cloth will be banished when public opinion becomes effectively powerful. The
same power will insure the protection of Khaddar against mills. But my strong
belief is that Khaddar will come to its own without any unseemly war with the
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mills. But, whilst Khaddar has only a limited number of votaries, they, the
votaries, must necessarily preach Khaddar in preference to, and to the exclusion
of, yarn and cloth manufactured even in our mills. To give the option is to kill
Khaddar.

For Gandhi, it was an effective substitute for violent methods. Just as certain
acts, such as abuse, irritating conduct, lying, causing hurt, and murder are
symbols of violence, similarly courtesy, inoffensive conduct, truthfulness etc.
are symbols of non-violence. And so to him, boycott of foreign cloth was a
symbol of non-violence. Revolutionary crime is intended to exert pressure. But
it is the insane pressure of anger and ill-will. He contended that non-violent acts
exert pressure far more effective than violent acts, for that pressure comes from
goodwill and gentleness. Boycott of foreign cloth exerts such pressure. He said
— We import the largest amount of foreign cloth from Lancashire. It is also by
far the largest of all our imports, sugar being the next. Britain‘s chief interest
centers round the Lancashire trade with India. It is the one thing more than any
other that has ruined the Indian peasant, and imposed partial idleness upon him
by depriving him of the one supplementary occupation he had. Boycott of
foreign cloth is, therefore, a necessity if he is to live. The plan, therefore, was
not merely to induce the peasant to refuse to buy the cheap and nice looking
foreign fabric, but also by teaching him to utilize his spare hours in carding and
spinning cotton and getting it woven by the village weavers, to dress himself in
Khaddar so woven and thus to save him the cost of buying foreign and, for that
matter, even Indian mill-made cloth. Thus, boycott of foreign cloth by means
of hand-spinning and hand-weaving, i.e., Khaddar, not only saves the peasant‘s
money, but it enables us workers to render social service of a first class order.
It brings us into direct touch with the villagers.

It enables us to give them real political education and teach them to
become self sustained and self-reliant. For him Organization of Khaddar is thus
infinitely better than cooperative societies or any other form of village
organization. It is fraught with the highest political consequence, because it
removes the greatest immoral temptation from Britain’s way. He called the
Lancashire trade immoral, because it was raised and is sustained on the ruin of
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millions of India‘s peasants. And as one immorality leads to another, the many
proved immoral acts of Britain are traceable to this one immoral traffic. If,
therefore, this one great temptation is removed from Britain‘s path by India‘s
voluntary effort, it would be good for India, good for Britain, and, as Britain is
today the predominant world power, good even for humanity.>
SOCIAL IMPLICATIONS AND BASIC OBJECTIVES OF KHADI IN
GANDHI’S WORDS TO WOMEN —

“khadi is not only true economic proposition in term of the millions of villagers
untill such time, if ever, when a better system of supplying work and adequate
wage for every able-bodied person above the age of sixteen, male or female is
found for his field, cottage or even factory in every one of the villages in India,
or till sufficient cities are built up to displace the village so as to give the
villagers the necessary comforts and amenities the well regulated life demands
and witch they are entitled to.

“By charkha, not only the honour of Indian women hood would be preserved,
but they would be in a position to earn an independent living. "’

“She (India) is like a naked starving women sitting by the roadside in the mist
of cotton, rice and wheat fields. He poor women, whose children are crying for
bread, have been tempted to sell their honour in order to feed them. Why are
the women in India sitting idle while foreigners grow fat on her produce?
Because they take away the work the women of India ought to be doing.

"I only pray for their goodwill. I need much help from them. I get some, but it is still
too little. When Hindu and Muslim sisters have adopted the spinning-wheel and come
to look upon khadi as their adornment, I shall feel that I have got all I wanted. I shall
then certainly please my correspondent by wearing a dhoti and a long shirt with a
collar, for I believe that, when the women have fallen in love with khadi, swaraj will
have been won. Meanwhile the correspondent should be kind to me and to those like
me who wear a loin-cloth and, even if he regards the loin-cloth as indecent, should

look upon people who wear it as his brethren, overlooking their indecency."

"Were our mothers mad that they used to spin? Now when I ask you to spin, I must
appear mad to you. But it is not Gandhi who is mad, it is yourself who are so. You do
not have any compassion for the poor. Even so you try to convince yourself that India
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has become prosperous and sing of that prosperity. If you want to enter public life,
"8

render public service, then spin on the charkha, wear khadi.
"I know hundreds of husbands who have been delighted to find their wives in khadi
clothes. Their household expenditure has been reduced and their love for their khadi-
clad wives have grown . . .

"I appeal to the sisters who think like her to take boldly to khadi and realize that beauty
does not ‘consist in dress but in purity of character, and clothes are not meant for
adornment but for protecting the body from heat and cold."

"I assure you that in the days of Rama and Sita there was nothing but khaddar, hand-
spun and hand-woven. When Sita traversed the length and breadth of India she was
not dressed, as you are, in foreign cloth. For sita what cloth her country produced was
quite enough for her decoration. It was reserved for the modern women of India to tell
me that khaddar is too coarse for them. But do you know that by your ceasing to wear
khaddar millions of our sisters and brothers have

been reduced to poverty? It is all very well for you who are fairly well-to-do, to attend
functions and to go about in saris of 18 cubits. But remember that your sisters in the
villages of India have not only no saris such as you have, but have not even enough
food to eat. And I am telling God's truth when I say that I have seen hundreds, if not
thousands, of women in India who have no clothes to wear but rags.

"I, therefore, ask you for the sake of those sisters, for the sake of your

religion, and for the sake of God, to throw away all the foreign cloth that you are using
and to wear such khaddar saris as you can procure . . .

"[ ask you once more to restore the spinning-wheel to its proper place. Your presence
here pleases me. But it will soon become painful and intolerable for me to attend such
meetings if sisters continue to besiege these meetings dressed in foreign cloth. I have
no desire to hear my own voice, and if I still continue to address meetings, it is because
I have still a hope lingering in my breast that some words of mine will penetrate the
minds of those that I address. May my words uttered this afternoon produce such an
effect upon your mind.""’
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"4 woman is adorable, not for the jewellery she wears, but for the purity of her heart.
1 therefore urge you, if you believe that khadi will solve all the distress of India, to a
certain extent, to part with the money that you have brought and your jewellery also,
if you can give it to the cause. If you will go a step further, I would ask you also to
spare some time to turn the spinning- wheel. It is a fine occupation for women in their
leisure hours and it would be much better for you to pass your time in this useful
occupation than idle talk. Now, you will give what you can to the volunteers who will
go in your midst.""’

"What I ask you all is to consider your own dharma and henceforth make a sacred
resolve that for the sake of these poor sisters you will wear nothing but khadi. But then
khadi needs something more than merely wearing cloth spun and woven by the sacred
hands of these villagers. If you will, through this khadi, think of these poor sisters with
a true heart, then khadi will be a symbol not only of your outward change but the whole
heart will be changed. If you do that you will again revive the age of Sati and Sita. And
that is what I am incessantly praying God to make you like. But even God cannot make
us what we should be, against our own wills. God only helps those who are willing to
help themselves. . .""*

"Immediately the spinning-wheel is reinstated in all its glory and with all its
implications in the millions of cottages of India, woman recognizes her definite power
and her place in India's regeneration. For she is then able to say to men, 'yvou depend
Jfor your food and your clothes as much upon us as on yourselves.' 'We', she may say,
'clean and cook your food, we spin the yarn from which khadi is prepared.’ Then she
is clothed with dignity which is hers by birthright and of which we, men and traitors of
our womanhood, have deprived her. For in our stupidity and in our ignorance we
removed from each cottage spinning-wheels and became infatuated with the foreign
fineries. . .

"... I have come to you to wake you up to a sense of duty by the starving

millions on whom and on whose labour you and I are living. Even your money, your
Jewellery, your rings and your necklaces can be of no earthly use to me unless both
men and women will wear khadi and nothing but that. This collecting of purses for the
spinning-wheel is only a brief and intermediate interval. When every man and woman
in India naturally takes to khadi as they all take to the grains that are grown on India's
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plains there will be as little use for these collections as there is for collection in order
i3

to carry on propaganda for cultivating rice and wheat in India.
" .. And if I could but induce you to understand the tremendous importance that khadi
has to millions of starving people living in 7,00,000 villages in the whole of India, you

will understand that enthusiasm and effort are not only necessary but indispensable.

Remember the fact that it is calculated to serve not the city dwellers but millions of
starving people living in the villages.""

"Only those women who have drunkards as their husbands know what havoc the drink
devil works in homes that once were orderly and peace-giving. Millions of women in
our hamlets know what unemployment means. Today the Charkha Sangh covers over
one hundred thousand women against less than 10,000 men. Let the women of India
take up these two activities, specialize in them, they would contribute more than man
to national freedom. They would have an access of power and self- confidence to which

"

they have hitherto been strangers.

". .. They will find when they study the subject of foreign- cloth boycott that it is
impossible save through khadi. Mill-owners will themselves admit that mills cannot
manufacture in the near future enough cloth for Indian requirements. Given a proper
atmosphere, khadi can be manufactured in our villages, in our countless homes. Let it
be the privilege of the women of India to produce this atmosphere by devoting every

available minute to the spinning of yarn.

" .. If the women of India will listen and respond to my appeal, they must act
mnls

quickly.
". .. Men may well spin, but for generations the profession of spinning has been
practised by women and men's hands do not possess the same skill in this that women's
do. Women alone can bring about this solidarity among their own sex. 1 would,
therefore, advise women to make this their special field of work. "
". .. Therefore, all those sisters who have faith in the spinning-wheel and the takli and
who wish to devote themselves to saving sixty crores of rupees every year, should take
up this work of boycott and the task of propagating spinning."’®

Gandhiji thought unemployment to be a women’s issue, and therefore
symbolically as well as practically he introduced the charkha (spinning wheel) as an
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instrument of the freedom movement. The propagation of khadi was to protect the
employment of the poorest women. Spinning was an important home industry during
the nineteenth century. It was source of livelihood for women of all castes,
communities and even for the women of low income levels. Many widows
supplemented their family income by spinning cotton yarn. Muslim women, who were
not allowed to step out of their homes to earn livelihood, spent their time, spinning
cotton thread. Thus spinning wheel brought economic independence, specially for
women. For Gandhiji khadi was not a cloth but a thought, a philosophy that aimed at a
self reliant economy, a link of concern between the haves and the have notes. Around
that time Gandhi used khadi as the first Non-cooperation movement and the Gandhi
cap had strong symbolic overtones that of the Indo-British battle over the looms of
Manchester and a bid for a modern Indian identity. In 1915 Gandhiji introduced a few
handlooms in the Ashram and learnt the art of weaving. However, the yarn used was
produced from Mills. Gandhiji was eager to start hand spinning in Ashram and was in
search of spinning, who teach him and the inmates of Ashram of spin. But he would
neither get a spinning wheel nor a spinner. The art of had spinning was almost lost. His
visit to Champaran in 1916 made him more aware of the pathetic condition in the extent
of poverty of the people. Women in Bhitiwara were unable to change their clothes due
to lack of availability of another pair. At this critical juncture, Gandhiji met Smt.
Gangaben Mujmuder, an enterprising middle age widow from Vijapur near Baroda in
October 1917 to whom he entrusted the important task of finding a spinning wheel.
Though immortalized in Gandhiji‘s autobiography and in his speeches and writings,
Smt. Gangaben could find carders and after finding them, she trained some youngsters
to make slivers form the carded cotton. She hired a house at Vijapur and started staying
with her daughter Saraswati, sisters Hiralaxmi and Keshawlabhai and together they
started a spinning centre. She faced greater difficulty in getting spun yarn women
because handloom weaves at the time only wove finer yarn for mills. She met a Muslim
weaver, who helped her to train weavers to weave hand spun yarn. Thus started a
production centre of Khadi Vijapur khadi gained a name for itself.!” In 1919 about one
hundred and fifty women spinners worked at the centre. Soon she started a weaving
unit at the centre and thus her khadi enterprise included Carding, Slivering, Spinning
and Weaving. It was the first production centre for khadi manufacture. Gandiji
exhorted people and women in particular to follow her example and to start centres of
khadi production in villages. Soon Gangaben expanded her activities and her enterprise
thirved and prospered under her able leadership. She showed immense organizing
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capacity and innovative skills. In 1921 she had 2000 spinning wheels at the centre.
Thus she restored the lost craft to hand spinning and weaving. Khadi become a new
word in the vocabulary of India. Thus, plain and uneducated Gangaben Mujumdar
become a pioneer in a new era. Through her, the khadi industry was born. Gandhiji had
decided to bring the work of Gangaben to public notice and he published Pateri issue
of Sani Vartaman . With Gandhiji‘s inspiration and Gangaben‘s hard work, the khadi
activity began. Gandhii‘s inspiration awakened many women for this khadi activity
across different parts of the country. Among these women were mainly Maniben
Nanavati, Mithooben, Maniben Patel, Harshaben and Ushaben Mehta. Maniben and
three of her friends, Jayaben Desai, Shirin Havewala and Sunaben Rao started Khadi
Mandir in 1934 at Vile Parle as an effort by women towards the liberation of the
Nation. She had put a aboard Khadi Mandir is run by women. Women were confident
and well equipped to work bringing khadi selling it and maintaining accounts. '8

The khadi ideology of Mahatma Gandhi, form one point of view, was
an instrument of mass mobilization for the national movement for freedom. At
the same time, it contained some of the core components of Gandhi vision for
the future Indian nation, a set of values which he believed to be fundamental
for the building of a new social order, that rejected some basic features that had
characterized Indian society or civilization for hundreds of years. The
subordination of women, the social undervaluation of some forms of productive
labour, especially manual labour, women’s labour of all kinds, and the social
hierarchy of power and wealth that helped to perpetuate these values were the
primary targets of gandhi’s changed.

The movement that he helped to initiate both short and long term
objectives. The short term objectives of developing a mass base for the freedom
movement brought support from many who did not share his long term aims.
Many who wore khadi then as symbol of their participation in the national
struggle, and continue to do so today to proclaim their devotion of gindhian
ideals, certainly never accepted the rejection of the core values mentioned
above as essential for nation-building after independence. Some many have
accepted it at the intellectual level, but not at the emotional level and therefore
could not develop the passion that was essential to sustain the struggle for the
long term objectives. Gandhi has understood the basic problems of rural
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poverty. But his analysis of rural society was inadequate, especially of the role
of the social institutions, values and practices in perpetuating the subordination
of women, other producers and the poor in general. The enmeshed and
entrenched of women power of institutions like cast, class, community, religion
and kinship systems in promoting and maintaining these inequalities escaped
his attention. Therefore the instruments that he designed for his movement, or
the cadres that he trained to carry on the changes that he was trying to
promote.By linking rural poverty with the collapse of the most important
women’s industry and putting forward women’s right to an independent
living, gandhi was acknowledging the important contribution traditionally
made by women to their family and the nation’s economy, exposing
colonialism’s role in destroying women’s economic status and trying to harness
their participation in the national movement for freedom, not as subordinates,
but equal partners.
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Distance Education in India during 11" five Year Plan

Within a context of rapid technological change and shifting market
conditions, the American education system is challenged with providing
increased educational opportunities without increased budgets. Many
educational institutions are answering this challenge by developing distance
education programs. At its most basic level, distance education takes place
when a teacher and student(s) are separated by physical distance, and
technology (i.e., voice, video, data, and print), often in concert with face-to-face
communication, is used to bridge the instructional gap. These types of programs
can provide adults with a second chance at a college education, reach those
disadvantaged by limited time, distance or physical disability, and update the
knowledge base of workers at their places of employment

After independence, India had made tremendous progress in the field of
education, though mostly quantitative in nature. Earlier, education was
available only to the elites in society, and a large majority of poor and
marginalized people remained illiterate. Political considerations have an
important role in the expansion of higher education, especially at the state level.
The state government experienced tremendous pressure from the public to
establish more and more colleges and universities. In a democratic society, even
the strong governments find it very difficult to resist such pressures and are
compelled to succumb to the same. These considerations have led to fast
expansion of higher education in our country, which in turn, have adverse
impact upon its quality. Therefore, in order to insure access and education of a
reasonably good quality, we must think of some alternative system capable of
supplementing the role of conventional system, and distance education is one
of such alternatives.

The distance education mode was adopted by many universities to meet
the ever-growing demand of those students who lacked means to pursue higher
education through the regular stream. Also, there were economic constraints.
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The success of these courses led to the establishment of Indira Gandhi National
Open University, which is now rated as one of the best distance courses
university in the world. in distance education system, the provision of
occasional meetings between the teachers and the student is made. These
meetings are popularly known as Personal Contact Programmes (PCPs). The
learners receive their study material through postal services for study at their
home or workplace. The efforts of the students are supplemented by
assignments, which are checked and evaluated by the concerned subject
experts. So, Correspondence education is a piece and part of open learning.
Distance education system is also known by some other common names like
Correspondence Courses, Correspondence Education, Distance Education and
External or Private Appearance etc. This system of education is suitable for the
persons who wanted to enhance their qualifications but were not in a position
to attend classes .

India is home to 17% of the World's total population accommodated in
an area, which is 2.4% of the World's total area. As against 2820 languages in
the entire world, as many as 325 languages are effectively used in India alone.
Local dialects change in India almost after every 8-10 Kms. The country has
witnessed phenomenal educational development - both in quantitative and
qualitative terms, since independence. However, the national goals of universal
elementary education and total eradication of illiteracy have still remained
elusive. The Government is committed to achieving these national goals and
has been steadily increasing the budgetary allocation for education. The country
has also made significant strides in higher and technical education. India spent
5.02 % of its GDP on education during 2007-2008 but about 40% of its adult
population still remains to be made literate.

There has been a considerable increase in the spread of educational
institutions during the period 1950-51 and 2007-2008. During this period the
number of Primary Schools increased by 3 times, while the Upper Primary’
Schools and Higher Secondary Schools increased by 16 and 18 times
respectively. The number of Colleges for general education and professional
education increased by about 24 and 16 times respectively while the number of
Universities increased by 14 times during the period

Earlier, the only available mode of regular education used to deprive the
working class, professionals, businessmen, housewives, students of weaker
sections of the Society. As per the data it is evident that a major section of our
society does no enter the higher education because these students have to be
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breadwinners for their families. There is high level of awareness and desire
among the masses to improve the standards and levels of higher education.
Higher education is not only now for a limited category but is becoming
mandatory to improve upon your social standing, basic qualification levels, and
matrimonial qualifications and to enhance your job profile and its opportunities.

University Grants Commission is a recommendatory body set up by the
central government to make suggestions for improvement in the higher
education system in the country. It also disburses financial grants as per norms
and benchmarks to Universities and Colleges. UGC maintains Universities and
Colleges. UGC maintains a list of courses with eligibility and duration that are
called “nomenclature”, this has to be adhered to by all Universities while
conducting programs and awarding degrees.

UNIVERSITY is an autonomous body established under the state or
central legislative act and affiliates a college. Only a University can award a
degree but as per the nomenclature of the course recognized by UGC.
University does not require any permission from UGC or AICTE before starting
a course.

Central Government is responsible for major policy relating to higher
education in the country. It provides grants to the UGC and establishes central
universities in the country. The Central Government is also responsible for
declaration of Educational Institutions as 'Deemed to be University' on the
recommendation of the UGC.

Presently there are Twenty Four (24) Central Universities in the
country. In pursuance of the Plan XI, Central Government is planned to
establish of 16 Central University in states which have no Central University at
present. There are 89 Institutions, which have been declared as Deemed to be
Universities by the Govt. of India as per Section of the UGC Act, 1956. State
Governments are responsible for establishment of State Universities and
colleges, and provide plan grants for their development and non-plan grants for
their maintenance

11th five year plan termed as "India's educational plan". The 11th
Plan, approved at the meeting of the National Development Council in
December 2007, places the highest priority on education as a centred instrument
for achieving rapid and inclusive growth. At INR 2.70 lakh crore, it constitutes
20% of the Plan, representing a credible progress towards the target of 6% of
GDP. The 11th Five Year Plan presents a comprehensive strategy for
strengthening the education sector covering all segments of the education
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pyramid. It is through universal literacy, access to education and knowledge-
based industrial development that India will believably march ahead to join the
front ranks of the great nations of the world overcoming the challenges of
ensuring that everyone has an access to education and skill building in their
activity.

The correspondence courses institutions are offering more than 400
programmes in India, about 50 percent of which are professional in nature. The
enrollment in these institutions is of the order of 9,00,000 in year 1999, which
forms 11.64 percent of the total enrollment in higher education in the country.
An important point to be noted here is that the growth rate of enrollment in
correspondence and distance education mode has been higher than that of
higher education in general (Period,1990-2000,Source-UGC Reports).

The world of technology is being reshaped by global trends such as
convergence, increased bandwidth, enhanced multimedia -capabilities,
miniaturization, environmental variations, increase mobility, enhanced
processing power, more powerful cognitive tools and reduced cost.
